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Thank you.

Mr. Chairperson, Distinguished Members of the Committee, Ladies and Gentlemen.

On behalf of the Government of Maldives, I extend our sincere appreciation to the Members of the Committee and the Country Co-Rapporteurs for the thoughtful and constructive dialogue held across our sessions yesterday and today. Your observations and guidance provide valuable direction as we continue our efforts to promote and protect human rights of all, strengthen equality and non-discrimination across all areas of life.

While we recognise that challenges remain, our commitment to strengthening protections and promoting social cohesion is unwavering. The Maldives has taken concrete steps to reinforce institutional safeguards, enhance access to justice, and improve the protection of migrant communities. Our overarching goal remains clear: to ensure that every individual in the Maldives, regardless of nationality, ethnicity or background, can live with dignity, security, and fairness.

The Maldives approaches its human rights obligations within the framework of our Constitution, in which Islam forms a central pillar of national identity and governance. These foundational principles guide our legal and social landscape. Within this framework, we remain committed to ensuring that all individuals under our jurisdiction enjoy equality before the law and fair access to services.

We will provide written responses to the deferred questions within the designated timeframe. We further assure the Committee that your recommendations will be carefully reviewed and integrated into our ongoing policy and legislative initiatives. Our National Mechanism for Implementation, Reporting and Follow-Up will continue to play a key role in coordinating implementation efforts and tracking progress.

Looking ahead, the Maldives remains committed to strengthening safeguards, improving labour governance, and fostering a society rooted in fairness, dignity, and respect. We view this dialogue not as a conclusion, but as a renewed beginning – one that encourages us to refine our strategies, close remaining gaps, and ensure that the principles of the Convention continue to guide our institutional reforms and our broader development pathways.

Finally, I extend my heartfelt appreciation to members of my delegation, those present with me here at the capital and those present in person in Geneva, for your tireless efforts throughout this review process.
