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Thank you very much Madam Chair, Madam Rapporteur, Members of the Committee,
At the end of this working day, we would like to thank you first of all for the attention you have given to our Review and, in general, for the work you have done, which has enabled us to review in detail the legislation and the actions implemented in our country in all areas where discrimination against women can occur.
As you were able to acknowledge at the end of this working day, the Institutions of the Republic of San Marino are actively engaged in the progressive implementation at a national level of the Convention, not only through the adoption of legislative measures, but also in the concrete application of the provisions of the Convention.
We realise that the work is not finished, but with the presentation of our first report and through today's discussion, we have started a process that, with your help and thanks to the concluding remarks you wish to make, we believe can have a new real impetus.
We await your conclusions and final remarks, which we will review carefully, and we are willing to provide a written contribution in case the issues and questions submitted to us today have been not been fully addressed.
