[bookmark: _GoBack]Combating compensated dating related offences

	The Police combat compensated dating related offences with various strategies, including:
(a)	education and prevention: seminars and workshops are regularly conducted to educate the youth regarding the pitfalls of compensated dating and disseminate pertinent information to parents, teachers and other stakeholders of the community;
(b)	intelligence gathering: cyber patrol is conducted and cooperation with Internet Service Providers is maintained to monitor the trend and gather intelligence;
(c)	enforcement actions: proactive enforcement actions are taken against compensated dating related criminal activities.  Investigators are provided with technical support and training to secure evidence for prosecutions through computer forensic examination, mutual legal assistance from overseas jurisdictions, and cooperation with stakeholders; and
(d)	multi-agency approach: work with stakeholders including the Social Welfare Department, Education Bureau as well as other non-governmental organisations to tackle compensated dating.  Where appropriate, referrals will be made to these stakeholders.
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
