Children with disabilities (art. 7)

13. The Committee shares the concern expressed by the Committee on the Rights of the
Child1 (CRC/C/MUS/CO/3-5 para. 49) that the State party gives precedence to an integrative approach instead of eliminating the physical, socioeconomic and cultural barriers that prevent their full inclusion in schools and in society. 
The Committee is also concerned about the overreliance of the State party on NGOs to provide specialized services to children with disabilities without the necessary support, monitoring &
regulatory guidance for these NGOs; the insufficient measures to prevent the placement of children with disabilities in ‘centres de sauvegarde’ (“Abris des Enfants en Détresse”)and the rejection and stigmatization faced by these children.

14. The Committee recommends that the State party take effective measures to
ensure provision of quality inclusive services for boys and girls with disabilities both
in public and private sectors in compliance with the Convention and allocate the necessary resources to these services.
 Furthermore, the Committee recommends that the State party ensure that NGO run programmes be regulated and closely supervised and that staff of these NGOs undergo specific monitoring. The Committee also recommends that the State party amend the National Children’s policy and the National Child Protection Strategy with the view to incorporating targeted measures for children with disabilities to enjoy their rights on an equal basis with other
children.
