Participation by National Human Rights Institutions (NHRIs)



93rd session (5-30 October 2026) (session confirmed) and
Pre-sessional Working Group for the 95th session (cancelled)
Geneva, Palais des Nations, Room XVI



I.	Consideration of reports by States Parties

	The Committee will consider the reports of the following States parties during its 93rd session: Angola, Cabo Verde, Cook Islands, Kazakhstan, Kenya, Moldova, Paraguay and Togo. In addition, the Committee will formally adopt the list of issues in relation to the combined ninth and tenth periodic reports of Bangladesh and the tenth periodic report of the Russian Federation as well as the lists of issues prior to reporting for Barbados, Burundi, Guinea, Haiti, Jordan, Mali, Micronesia and Nigeria.

	The Pre-sessional Working Group for the 95th session, initially scheduled to be held from 26 to 30 October 2026, will be converted into an additional week of plenary meeting time, subject to available resources in the light of the ongoing United Nations liquidity crisis.

II.	Documentation

III.	Venue

	The 93rd session of the Committee will take place in Geneva at the Palais des Nations in Conference Room XVI. NHRIs will be able to participate physically in relevant meetings of the 93rd session of the Committee or may submit a pre-recorded video statement (see Quick guide for recording video messages). NHRIs will also be able to follow all public meetings, including the Committee’s public dialogues with the States parties, during its 93rd session either in person or via the live webcast on UN Web TV: http://webtv.un.org/meetings-events/  

IV.	NHRI participation

	The Committee has emphasized the importance it attaches to its cooperation with NHRIs in its statement on national human rights institutions adopted in 2008 (goo.gl/96eYm7). In 2019, it adopted a paper on the cooperation between the Committee and NHRIs (https://bit.ly/2teZHtA), which takes into account recent procedures and practices developed by other human rights treaty bodies. The Committee encourages the NHRIs concerned to provide country-specific information on issues relevant to the implementation of the Convention by the States parties scheduled for consideration at the 93rd session. This can be done orally and/or in writing. Due to the volume of documentation received, written submissions should not exceed 3,300 words. Please note that footnotes and headers are also counted for the word limit. They must be submitted through the CEDAW online submission system (https://events.ohchr.org/) in one of the working languages of the Committee (English, French or Spanish). They must not follow any specific structure or template and may be organized thematically and/or on an article-by-article basis.

V.	Written submissions for the 93rd session (5-30 October 2026)

	NHRIs are encouraged to make written submissions that contain:
· Information on the implementation of some or all of the substantive articles (articles 1 to 16) of the Convention;
· Comments on the report of the State party and its written replies to the list of issues; 
· Information on the implementation by the State party of previous concluding observations of the Committee; and
· Information highlighting priority concerns and suggesting country-specific recommendations to facilitate the work of the Committee.
	
All submissions to CEDAW should:
· Be submitted through the CEDAW online submission system, https://events.ohchr.org/
· Indicate the full name of the NHRI;
· Indicate the country to which the information relates;
· Indicate whether or not the submission can be published on the OHCHR website for CEDAW for public information purposes (otherwise it will be considered as a confidential document); 
· Anonymize the names of any alleged victims, witnesses and perpetrators in the report by replacing them with their initials and ensure that no photographs of alleged victims, witnesses or perpetrators are included;
· Not exceed 3,300 words. Please note that footnotes are counted for the word limit;
· Be in Word format (please note that only documents submitted in Word format can be accepted); and
· Submit the written information in one of the working languages of the Committee (English, French or Spanish).

	All submissions must be received four weeks prior to the beginning of the session, i.e., no later than 4 September 2026. Please note that the online submission system for the 93rd session will close at midnight (Geneva time) on 4 September 2026. In line with the UN greening policy, hard copies of submissions are no longer necessary.



VI. Written submissions for the Pre-Sessional Working Group (converted into plenary meeting time; LOIs/LOIPRs will be considered and adopted during the 93rd plenary session)

	The pre-sessional working group will be converted into an additional fourth week of plenary meeting time, subject to available resources in the light of the ongoing UN liquidity crisis. In that case, the adoption of lists of issues for Bangladesh and the Russian Federation as well as lists of issues prior to reporting for the following States parties will be considered and adopted during the 93rd session of the Committee (5-30 October 2026): Barbados, Burundi, Guinea, Haiti, Jordan, Mali, Micronesia and Nigeria.

[bookmark: _Hlk195701880]	Receiving information from NHRIs at an early stage of the reporting process is of critical importance. NHRIs are therefore invited to submit written contributions for the development of the lists of issues and lists of issues prior to reporting by the pre-sessional working group. NHRIs wishing to submit written information to the pre-sessional working group should follow the same procedure as for the submission of written information for the session (see above). Written NHRI submissions must be transmitted through the CEDAW online submission system, https://events.ohchr.org/ in one of the working languages of the Committee (English, French or Spanish), must not exceed 3,300 words. Please note that footnotes and headers are also counted for the word limit. Written contributions should be submitted by 4 September 2026 at the latest electronically in Word format (please note that only documents submitted in Word format can be accepted).

VII.	Written submissions under the follow-up to concluding observations procedure

	In its concluding observations adopted at the end of the consideration of a State party report, the Committee identifies up to four sub-paragraphs, requiring the State party concerned to submit follow-up information in relation to these sub-paragraphs within one or two years. 

The follow-up procedure allows for the consideration of information received from NHRIs. NHRI submissions shall be in one of the working languages of the Committee (English, French or Spanish), as concise as possible, and must not exceed a maximum length of 3,300 words. Please note that footnotes are also counted for the word limit. Written contributions must be submitted through the CEDAW online submission system (https://events.ohchr.org/) in Word format. The deadline for the submission of written information by NHRIs is four weeks before the beginning of the session at which the State party’s follow-up report is scheduled to be assessed (i.e. 4 September 2026 for the 93rd session).

VIII.	Informal public meetings with NHRIs in rleation to the countries considered during the 93rd session

[bookmark: _Hlk152001311]	NHRIs have the possibility to brief the Committee in informal public meetings with interpretation into the working languages of the Committee (English, French and Spanish; and exceptionally in Arabic, Chinese and Russian).

These informal public meetings will be held on Monday, 5 October 2026 from 16:30 to 17:00, for the countries that will be considered during the first week (Kazakhstan, Cook Islands, Kenya and the Republic of Moldova), on Monday, 12 October 2026 from 16:30 to 17:00, for the countries that will be considered during the second week (Paraguay, Togo, Angola and Cabo Verde) and on Monday, 26 October 2026 from 12:00 am to 13:00 pm for the lists of issues (Bangladesh, Russian Federation) and lists of issues prior to reporting (Barbados, Burundi, Guinea, Haiti, Jordan, Mali, Micronesia and Nigeria) scheduled for adoption during the fourth week of the 93rd session. The meetings will take place in Conference Room XVI at the Palais des Nations in Geneva and are open to the public. 	NHRIs can participate in these meetings either physically or submit a pre-recorded video statement (see Quick guide for recording video messages). The meetings will also be publicly webcast on UN Web TV: http://webtv.un.org/meetings-events/  

	Please inform, through the CEDAW online submission system, about your intention to participate in the informal public meeting(s) at the time of submission of written information, with your contact details. 

	Oral interventions by NHRIs must be concise. A maximum of 5-10 minutes is allocated for interventions by NHRIs per country, depending on the number of NHRIs taking the floor. NHRIs making oral interventions are requested to submit an electronic version of their statement in Word format prior to the informal public briefing. Pre-recorded video statements must be received one week before the informal public meeting.

IX.	Contributions during the constructive dialogue

	Moreover, the Committee will offer NHRIs that have been accredited with A-status by the Coordinating Committee of the Global Alliance of National Human Rights Institutions (GANHRI), at their request, an opportunity to present remarks either in person or via pre-recorded video statement not exceeding 5 minutes at the dialogue with the State party concerned, following the introductory statement by the head of the delegation. The NHRI statement shall be shared with the Committee the day before the dialogue.

Please note that all public meetings of the Committee, including the informal public NHRI briefings on Mondays 5, 12 and 26 October 2026 and the dialogues of the Committee with the States parties scheduled for consideration during the 93rd session will be publicly webcast on the following website: http://webtv.un.org/meetings-events/

X.	Representatives of other national institutions

	National institutions other than NHRIs, which have a specific mandate to promote and protect women’s rights and gender equality, such as Equal Opportunities Commissions or Ombudspersons for women, are also invited to provide the Committee with written information and may upon request brief the Committee if time permits. The information contained in relation to written submissions and informal public and private briefings applies to such institutions a well, with the difference that their written submissions are labelled “information from other stakeholders” and that they cannot make an intervention during the formal dialogue of the Committee with the State party concerned. 

XI.	Allegations of intimidation or reprisals

	NHRI representatives have the right of unhindered access to and to communicate with the Committee and its members for the effective implementation of the Committee’s mandate. Individuals or groups of individuals facing intimidation or reprisals for seeking to cooperate or cooperating with the Committee, or their representatives, can inform the Rapporteur on reprisals and alternate Rapporteur on reprisals appointed by the Committee of any alleged incident of intimidation or reprisals. XII.	Registration

	Please note that OHCHR will not provide letters of invitation to NHRIs to attend CEDAW sessions for purposes of obtaining visas. However, upon request, the Secretariat can provide a general “to whom it may concern” letter specifying that a representative has requested and obtained accreditation to a meeting. Please note that OHCHR is unable to assist with travel and/or accommodation costs. All participants are responsible for making their own arrangements relating to travel and accommodation as well as visas to enter Switzerland. The Secretariat of the Committee will not provide any assistance in this regard and is not in a position to issue letters to the Swiss authorities on visa matters.

	Representatives requiring a visa are requested to apply as soon as possible, in case of long delays in obtaining authorization from the Swiss authorities, and to ensure that the visa is received in time for travel. For visa procedures, it is recommended to bring copies of the registration confirmation, as well as a letter of support from the NHRI concerned.

XIII.	Ground pass

	Under the new UNOG digital badging system, conference participants will receive a digital badge consisting of their photo, a QR code and the name and date of the conference. The digital badge will be sent to each participant by email once they have been accredited by the conference organizer. Once downloaded to a mobile phone or any mobile device, the digital badge will enable entry to the Palais des Nations. Participants can also print their digital badge and the QR code will work the same way.

	Please note that conference participants still need to appear in person at the United Nations Pass and Identification Unit, Prégny Pavillion, Prégny gate, at the Place des Nations, to activate their digital badge. 




XIV.	Accessibility

At the Palais des Nations, the Division of Administration and the UNOG Disability Inclusion Team are committed to accessibility and understand the importance of mobility support for those who need it. However, they would like to clarify that the facility has a limited number of wheelchairs, which are specifically reserved for emergency use by the UNOG medical and security services. This ensures that urgent needs can be met promptly.

For regular use within the Palais, visitors with mobility requirements are encouraged to bring their own equipment.
