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1. As a young Hong Kong citizen, I don't think Hong Kong's civil space have been unreasonably affected after the Hong Kong National Security Law (HKNSL). In fact, during the Christmas just past, I saw many Hong Kong citizens, especially young people, celebrating freely as usual. Most citizens stayed in Hong Kong, and more than 100,000 citizens chose to celebrate outside, great majority of the citizens are happy, different celebrations were organized in the community, showing that Hong Kong is still a very free and vibrant place. On the contrary, during the Christmas holiday in 2019, when the violent riots were at its most rampant, social order was in chaos, public transportation was often paralyzed, a large number of community events were cancelled, and some citizens were even afraid to go out due to safety concerns. Effective rule of law and public order are the basis for the effective exercise of civil rights. Compared with 2019, after the implementation of the "Hong Kong National Security Law", aren't the legitimate civil rights of Hong Kong citizens more effectively protected?

2. [bookmark: _gjdgxs]I would also like to discuss the issue of academic freedom and the revocation of teaching credentials. Let us speak with facts. According to the data of the HKSAR government, after 2019, the Hong Kong Education Bureau received nearly 400 cases of complaints about teachers’ conduct related to the social unrest in 2019. After investigations and follow-ups, only a very small number of complaints were with end result of disqualification. Disqualification of teachers accounted for not more than 3 % of the complaints, and most of cases were involvement in serious immoral issues, such as participating in criminal damage or being sentenced to prison during social unrest, etc. Such disqualification can be regarded as being deserved, and it is also a legitimate decision to protect young students. Therefore, it can be seen that the "Hong Kong National Security Law" is only aimed at behaviors that endanger national security. Restricting academic freedom is by no means the purpose of the "Hong Kong National Security Law", and the existing data cannot prove that Hong Kong's academic freedom has been affected after the implementation of the "Hong Kong National Security Law. Data and facts must be viewed fair and squarely.
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
