With regard to the cases of trafficking in persons in which Government officials, police officers or border police officers were involved, according to the Inspectorate General of the Romanian Police, in 2010, at Iaşi County Police Inspectorate there has been one case involving 2 police officers. The two officers were investigated for involvement in trafficking networks for girls under the age of 18, namely for committing the offence of “sexual intercourse with a minor”, stipulated and punished by art.198 (1) of the Criminal Code, and of “using the services provided by a person about whom the beneficiary knows is a victim of the trafficking in minors”, stipulated and punished by art.141 of the Law no. 678/2001 on preventing and combating trafficking in human beings. One of the two police officers was irrevocably sentenced on 28 January 2014, and the other one was definitely sentenced to 3 years of imprisonment and a complementary punishment consisting of prohibiting the rights stipulated by art.64 letters a) 2nd thesis, b) and c) of the Criminal Code from 1969, for a period of 5 years, on 17 March 2015. 

The Romanian Police continues to provide professional training programs for law enforcement officers who activate in the field of trafficking in persons. They participate on a regular basis in professional training sessions held at national and international level, with the participation of NGOs and governmental agencies.
