Two of them who are superficially known to me have

told me of their troubles. I have brought the matter to the attention 

of the Abbot but to no avail. Seeing that all members of the people

of God are subject to your spiritual jurisdiction and that this is

a very serious matter. I was disappointed at your telling me that you

did not want to discuss this matter with a young priest.
