Of the 38,375 working children, 34 267 (89.3 percent) were aged between 10 and 17. Male children in the same age group constituted 61.3 percent of the working children. Among the 10-17 years old working children, about 60 percent were aged 10 to 14 years. This was similar for both males and females. About forty-nine (49) percent of working children were aged between 7 and 13 years old. According to Botswana Employment Act, no child less than 15 years shall be employed in any capacity what so ever. However, a child aged 14 years and is not attending school may be employed on light work not harmful to his/her health or development.
