HATE CRIME

An efficient mechanism for monitoring hate crimes has been established in the Republic of Croatia. The Office for Human Rights and the Rights of National Minorities has been designated as the central body in the Republic of Croatia for the collection, consolidation and publication of data on hate crimes, cooperation with civil society organizations and international organizations operating precisely in order to adequately combat hate crimes in this area, such as the OSCE (Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe) and its specialized Office - The Office for Democratic Institutions and Human Rights (ODIHR). The system established in the Republic of Croatia was evaluated as an example of good practice among OSCE member states. The Protocol on dealing with hate crimes from 2011 and the establishment of the Working Group for monitoring hate crimes were highlighted as particularly significant. In this process, the most important activity of the Office is as the coordinator of the work of the Working Group for Monitoring Hate Crimes, composed of representatives of authorities responsible for action in the aforementioned area. Through the activities of the Office and the Working Group, the Republic of Croatia has successfully implemented the recommendations received in the framework of the negotiation process for joining the European Union, related to the suppression of hate crimes, and since the adoption of the Protocol on handling hate crimes from 2011 until today, the Croatian monitoring model of hate crimes within the framework of the Working Group has become an example of good practice in the European framework. Members of the Working Group are representatives of relevant institutions dealing with the suppression of hate crimes, as well as representatives of civil society organizations.

Precisely with the aim of adequately collecting relevant statistical data, but also delimiting the obligations of individual institutions dealing with the suppression of hate crimes, at the proposal of the Office for Human Rights and the Rights of National Minorities, a new Protocol on handling in the case of hate crimes, which the Government of the Republic of Croatia adopted on April 8, 2021. The Protocol specifies in more detail the obligations of competent bodies participating in the discovery, handling and monitoring of the results of proceedings conducted due to hate crimes, provisions on the composition and competence of the Working Group for Monitoring Hate Crimes, the manner and content of cooperation between competent authorities bodies that participate in the detection, treatment and monitoring of the results of procedures conducted due to hate crimes and other activities of the competent authorities that participate in the detection, treatment and monitoring of the results of procedures conducted due to hate crimes, and relate to education on the suppression of hate crimes.

Below is a statistical presentation of data on hate crime cases from 2018 to 2022. The data for 2018 are as follows: Ministry of the Interior recorded 33 cases, while the State Attorney's Office of the Republic of Croatia acted in 53 cases and 8 final convictions were issued. In the same year, the Ministry of the Interior registered 8 misdemeanour offenses, and 11 final convictions were issued in misdemeanour proceedings. Then, in 2019, the Ministry of the Interior  recorded 51 cases, and the State Attorney's Office of the Republic of Croatia acted in 117 cases, and 10 final convictions were passed. In the same year, the Ministry of the Interior registered 48 misdemeanour offenses, and 11 final convictions were issued in misdemeanour proceedings. In 2020, the Ministry of the Interior recorded 87 cases, and the State Attorney's Office of the Republic of Croatia acted in 138 cases, and 18 final convictions were issued. In the same year, the Ministry of the Interior registered 3 misdemeanour offenses, and 8 final convictions were issued in misdemeanour proceedings.

According to the new Protocol, criminal acts in connection with Article 87, paragraph 21 of the CC are recorded separately, and separately criminal acts from Article 325 of the CC, public incitement to violence and hatred. In 2021, according to Art. 87. Ministry of the Interior recorded 101 cases, and the State Attorney's Office of the Republic of Croatia acted in 125 cases, and 5 final convictions were passed. According to Art. 325. Ministry of the Interior recorded 20 cases, and the  State Attorney's Office of the Republic of Croatia acted in 93 cases, and 6 final convictions were issued. In the same year, the Ministry of the Interior registered 154 misdemeanour offenses, and 29 final convictions were issued in misdemeanour proceedings.

Next year, 2022, according to Art. 87. - Ministry of the Interior registered 55 cases, and the State Attorney's Office of the Republic of Croatia acted in 17 cases, and 7 final convictions were passed. Art. 325. Ministry of the Interior recorded 25 cases, and the State Attorney's Office of the Republic of Croatia acted in 7 cases, and 7 final convictions were passed. In the same year, the Ministry of the Interior recorded 111 misdemeanour offenses, and 23 final convictions were handed down in misdemeanour proceedings.

2. in 2021, 154 hate-motivated offences were recorded: mostly on the basis of national or ethnic origin – 106, due to religion – 11, due to belonging to another profession - 9, because of racial affiliation - 7, on the basis of sexual orientation - 6, on the basis of gender - 5, on the basis of skin colour – 3, on the basis of disability - 2 and others;
3. in 2022, 99 hate-motivated offences were recorded (11 offences were transferred from the previous period) by: national or ethnic origin – 60;      Religion - 4;      racial affiliation/skin colour - 1; sexual commitment – 3; disability -2 and the other.
