ANNEX D. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES FOR MEMBERS OF THE 
FAMILY PROTECTION WORKING GROUP

JUDICIARY
(1) Ensure that a marshal, clerk, and judge are available to assist alleged victims of domestic abuse during normal operating hours and after hours for emergencies requiring an immediate protective order.
(2) Make available forms necessary to file a petition for a civil order of protection.
(3) Assist petitioners during regular office hours and appoint an on-call FPA clerk to assist after-hours.
(4) The Chief Marshal will ensure that Marshals have the contact information for the on-call FPA Clerk.
(5) Ensure that Marshals are available at all times to assist petitioners. 
(6) Ensure that the Bureau of Public Safety dispatcher, shift commander, and other authorities (including MHHS’s advocate) have contact information for the on-call Marshal.
(7) Identify on-call translators to assist petitioners after hours who do not speak English or Palauan.
(8) Facilitate the service of Temporary Restraining Orders (TROs) by the Bureau of Public Safety (BPS).
(9) Establish procedures and protocols to assure proper processing of cases as well as service of orders.
(10) Work closely with BPS and the Office of the Attorney General (AGO) regarding sharing of data.
(11) Coordinate with the AGO on the prosecution of violations of orders.
(12) Establish protocols for the Probation Office to ensure a defendant complies with the sentencing order in criminal cases against defendant for violation of order.
(13) Regularly review and update forms and procedures to reflect current needs.
(14) Attend meeting and provide updates to the FPA Working Group.
(15) Maintain a data base for monitoring and reporting incidents of family violence and neglect and actions taken.
(16) Note that the Judiciary also provides a 48-hour emergency shelter for victims within the court complex; this is appropriate however only for adult victims or adult victims with dependent children.
MINISTRY OF EDUCATION
(1) Develop internal protocols that outline to all staff what is expected when responding to cases of family violence and cases of neglect and ensure they reflect the agreed referral protocols.
(2) Report suspected cases of abuse as required by 17 PNC 1309 and 21 PNC 603.
(3) Include professional development about family protection matters in annual convention for teachers and principals including how to identify signs of abuse and internal protocols.
(4) Incorporate age-appropriate family protection-related content into school curriculum.
(5) Develop and implement family protection awareness and child-friendly reporting mechanisms in schools.
(6) Establish data collection and storage mechanisms, aligned with the national data framework.
(7) Attend meetings and provide updates to the FPA Working Group.
(8) Maintain a database for monitoring and reporting incidents of family violence and neglect and actions taken.
MINISTRY OF JUSTICE – OFFICE OF THE ATTORNEY GENERAL
(1) Provide training for law enforcement.
(2) Ensure officers available to provide advice via phone to officers at all times.
(3) Provide advice to victims about rights and services.
(4) Prosecute violations of the Act.
(5) Include requirements for treatment in negotiated plea offers.
MINITRY OF JUSTICE – BUREAU OF PUBLIC SAFETY
(1) Train officers.
(2) Accompany victims to retrieve clothing and personal effects.
(3) Contact MOJ-VOCA if the victim wishes.
(4) Inform victim of option to file civil petition for Order of Protection.
(5) Contact Marshal’s Office if victim wish to file a civil petition.
(6) Provide daily reports to the Office of the Attorney General.
(7) Develop protocols on which offenders to hold in custody.
(8) Upon receipt of a TRO or Order of Protection, ensure shift commander, dispatcher and other officers are aware of orders.
MINISTRY OF HEALTH – VICTIMS OF CRIMES ADVOCATE (VOCA)
(1) Serve as the focal point for FPA incident reports.
(2) Provide case management support to victims and assist them to obtain the services they need including: with (i) court forms, (ii) assistance application forms, (iii) alternative accommodation, (iv) counseling, (v) support services including education and job placement, (vi) medical evaluation.
(3) Accompany the victim to collect clothing and personal items from the family home.
(4) Conduct FPA-related data analysis to help inform FPA stakeholder’s group meetings and implementation of plan reports.
(5) Collect data and maintain an internal database for monitoring and reporting the incidence of family violence and neglect and services provided.
(6) Attend meetings and provide updates to the FPA Working Group.
MINISTRY OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES
(1) Coordinate the implementation of the FAP; provide public awareness on FPA.
(2) Evaluate the need and interest in a shelter and assess crisis accommodation models.
(3) Create a national data and statistics database for incidence of family violence and neglect
(4) Provide other assessments, intervention, and treatment as ordered by the Court.
(5) Improve and expand the offender program based on recommendations from the review and lessons learned from running previous programs.
(6) Provide medical reports, testimony, and advice to police and the AGO as requested.
(7) Report suspected abuse as required by 17 PNC 13009 and 21 PNC 603.
(8) Modify existing protocol with schools and other community organizations to include referrals for suspected family violence and cases of neglect.
(9) Coordinator referral and access to existing services from the Belau National Hospital and other relevant agencies
(10) Maintain and improve existing protocols and gathering of evidence.
(11) Collect data and maintain an internal database of family violence and neglect and services provided.
(12) Attend meetings and provide report to the FPA working group.
