My name is Amelia John. I am Director of Communities and Social Justice in Welsh Government.

I will begin by saying the Welsh Government utterly condemns the racist and Islamophobic violence, criminality and intimidation we have seen over recent days.

Welsh Government recognises the deep inequalities that face Black, Asian and Minority Ethnic people in all spheres of life in Wales. 

We are wholly committed to tackling race disparities and creating an anti-racist Wales.  This vision is set out in our Anti-racist Wales Action Plan.

The Plan was co-produced with ethnic minority people and organisations. 
An external group of ethnic minority people and experts on anti-racism supports, challenges and holds accountable Welsh Government in the delivery of the plan. Our regional forums will facilitate the direct engagement of ethnic minority people across Wales.
The Plan seeks to deliver change across every area of government, including education, employment, housing and health.

A robust measurement framework has been developed by our Race Disparity Evidence Unit so we can evaluate change and impact. 

Whilst we have made some progress with the Plan, there is still a long way to go. Delivering measurable and tangible change is essential to achieving the Welsh Government’s goals and maintaining the trust of ethnic minority people across Wales.
