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Suggestions for disability-relevant questions 

to be included in the List of Issues prior to reporting 

Country report task force, Human Rights Committee, 103rd Session

The International Disability Alliance (IDA) has prepared the following suggestions for the list of issues prior to reporting, based on previous Concluding Observations and references to persons with disabilities to be found in the recommendations of other treaty bodies and the UPR.

MONACO

Monaco signed the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities on 23 September 2009, but has not yet ratified it.

9. The Committee encourages the State party to adopt specific legislation on domestic violence. The State party should also step up public information campaigns, inform women of their rights, and provide victims with material and psychological support. The police should be given specific training on the subject.

The Committee requests the State party to publish the second periodic report, its written responses to the list of issues, and these concluding observations, as adopted by the Committee, making them widely available to all sectors of society and to the legislative, administrative and judicial authorities in particular. It also requests the State party to give details in its next periodic report of whatever follow-up action it has taken, and urges it to encourage the establishment of domestic non-governmental human rights organizations.

The Committee requests the State party to include in its third periodic report, due to be submitted by 28 October 2013, specific, up-to-date information on follow-up action taken on all the recommendations made and on the implementation of the Covenant as a whole. The Committee also requests that the third periodic report be prepared in consultation with civil society entities operating in the State party.

The Committee notes that Bill No. 869, on efforts to combat and prevent specific forms of violence against women, children and persons with disabilities, was submitted to the National Council in October 2009. It remains concerned, however, at the delay in the process of adopting this important legislation (arts. 2, 13, 14 and 16).

The State party should ensure that Bill No. 869 is adopted quickly in order to prevent and combat all forms of violence against women, children and persons with disabilities. It should also ensure that corporal punishment for children is explicitly prohibited in all areas of life and that domestic violence is punished. The Committee further recommends that the State party should organize training or awareness- raising campaigns aimed specifically at informing victims of domestic violence about their rights.

· What measures are in place to ensure that all health care and services provided to persons with disabilities, including all mental health care and services, are based on the free and informed consent of the person concerned (and cannot be substituted by third party decision-makers such as family members or guardians)?

· What laws and policies are in place to ensure that persons with disabilities enjoy legal capacity on an equal basis with others in accordance with Article 16 ICCPR and as elaborated in Article 12 CRPD?

· What steps are being taken to guarantee persons with disabilities, including those whose legal capacity has been fully or partially restricted, the right to vote and participate in political and public life on an equal basis with others in law and in practice?
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
