Type of treatment in Residential Homes
Dependency Levels

1. Low Dependency (LD)

Requiring custodial care, board and lodging. Posing little demand for assistance in ADL’s, mobility and continence care. Medical condition is usually stable. Monitoring of body parameters follows a routine protocol. Cognition is well preserved or expressing only minimal loss. Behaviour is that of a normal person. Risk assessment is low. Nursing needs can easily be delegated to others under nursing supervision.

2. Moderate Dependency (MD)

Care vary in the spectrum between high and low dependency.

Requires assistance in mobility, continence & personal care, but extent of the intervention may vary in the different variables from little assistance in some to high dependency in others. 

Medical condition is usually stable and relates to stable problems due to age. Cognition may vary from well preserved to moderate impairment. 

Some risk of complications, regular risk assessment needed. 

Behaviour is within normal and stable. 

Not in need of complex nursing care though a 24hr nursing set-up for care is usually required

3. High Dependency (HD)

Requiring near total care

Requiring constant extensive daily assistance in mobility, continence & personal care. Being able to perform feeding, bed transferring and limited mobility only with a lot of help. Usually incontinent and arm-chair bound or bed-ridden. Hands-on nursing care needs are high with problems of contractures and risk of prolonged immobility

Medical condition is fragile but does not frequently requires hospitalisation. Cognition is usually poor or fluctuates. 

Behavioural problems may be present but are usually manageable. 
4. Specialised Care (SC)

Requiring care akin to that of a long-stay hospital. 

Requiring specialised nursing care for deep complex pressure sores; high infection risk without proper care, severe choking hazard, patient monitoring / care requires extensive nurse intervention & interpretation. 
Is medically frail, requires close supervision by a doctor on site. Medically unstable and easily fluctuates e.g. unstable heart failure and angina, brittle diabetic control, organ failure, delirium, frequent falls with injury, recurring severe infection, severe weight loss, deep pressure sores.

Experiences frequent and extensive challenging behaviour (e.g. wandering, aggression, disruptive day or night, disinhibited behaviour, danger to self or others, may express suicidal ideation) 
At high risk unless closely monitored by expert care
