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Key issues of concern for the Committee’s  on the Rights of  Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) attention  submitted  by Jordanian National Centre for Human Rights (JNCHR): 

1- Jordan has not ratified the optional protocol to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities despite the repeated recommendations of the National Centre for Human Rights (JNCHR) through its previous annual reports calling for ratification of the Protocol. Actually, Jordan signed the Protocol on 30/3/2007.

2- The existence of some legislatives which should be amended to ensure compatibility with the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and the ratification of the Draft Law of the Rights of Persons with disabilities. 
3- The environment facilities, healthful facilities and facilitative arrangements for persons with disabilities remain very limited in courts, temporary detention centers, Reforms and Rehabilitation Centers, educational homes and rehabilitation for juveniles, in addition to the inability of the workers to deal with them based on their various disabilities to meet their needs. 

4-  The low salaries received by the family of persons with disabilities from the Ministry of Social Development which are not consistent with their needs. 

5- Lack of adequate job opportunities for persons with disabilities whether in the public or private sectors.
6- The infrastructure of some public and private institutions continue to lack healthful and environmental facilities and facilitative arrangements for persons with disabilities.  

7- The persons with disabilities continue to be exposed to some forms of violence whether within or outside the family, and the reason for this is the lack of awareness raising programs related to their rights and a lack of implemementation of the legislation regulating and governing their protection from violence except within the narrowest limits. 

8- Poor quality of rehabilitation services and a lack of specialized physiotherapy centers for assisting persons with physical disabilities, and a lack of services for rehabilitating autistic persons and weak awareness of the importance of
9-  rehabilitation whether on the part of the person with physical disabilities or his/her family or those responsible for - and working- in the centers for care of persons with physical disabilities. 

10- Lack of centers for early discovery of disbalities which are not properly geographically distributed. 

11- Inadequate availability of environmental and sanitary facilities at balloting and voting centers, and insufficient availability of sign and brail languages at the said centers, not to mention the lack of a quota in parliamentary and municipal councils, and inadequate opportunities for attaining decision making positions. 

12- Students with disabilities have difficulty in moving about and in accessing the school or society back and fro particularly in remote regions, not to mention difficulty in joining some classes due to a lack of suitable environmental facilities, in addition to insufficient integration in education, whereby the students with disabilities such as learning disabilities suffer from a lack of activation of the sources rooms spread out in most of the governorates of the Kingdom; this is in addition to the families of persons with physical disabilities not enrolling their sons and daughters in schools to a sufficient extent, particularly in the shadow of a lack of a database particular to students with physical disabilities to facilitate the task of integrating and absorbing them in schools. 

13- Lack of budgets that are adequately responsive to the needs of the persons with disabilities. 
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
