Within the frameworks of targeted subprogram “Support to Culture” of the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sports and within the scopes of the “Access to Culture and Cultural Diversity” priority, the following activities were implemented in 2019:    

In connection with the Human Rights Day, 9 organizations under the Ministry organized the events on December 10, dedicated to the Human Rights Day. The events were aimed at issues of protection of cultural rights, access to culture and participation in cultural life. Within the scopes of the events held on the occasion of the mentioned day, the lectures and seminars, educational and science conferences, panel-discussions and thematic performances were held.

Project “Diverse Georgia”; LEPL Giorgi Leonidze Georgian Literature Museum carried out the project “Diverse Georgia” to promote integration within the society of the ethnic minorities living in Georgia, awareness raising and development of creative skills, within the frameworks of which the cultural and educational events were carried out in three regions: Kvemo Kartli, Samtskhe-Javakheti and Pankisi valley. The events were carried out in 7 municipalities and 6 villages populated by the ethnic minorities; covered 57 activities and up to 6,000 people attended the events. The project was carried out with the involvement of the Office of the State Minister of Georgia for Reconciliation and Civic Equality.
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
