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1. The Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW) aims to promote women’s development and advancement in all fields. As the chartable institution in Hong Kong, we identify with the purpose of CEDAW and launched programs to achieve that goal.

2. During our operation in Hong Kong, we observed that women’s rights in Hong Kong have been duly protected by the Basic Law, a constitutional document of Hong Kong, the longstanding common law system and also various consultative bodies. Moreover, the spirit of CEDAW is enshrined in the everyday life of women in Hong Kong. They achieve their life objectives, thrive in workplace, and receive education, as much as their male counterparts do.

3. Some critics contend that women’s right status in Hong Kong is under threat. With respect, we believe that these allegations are made up on political ideology bias. For example, in March 2023, a women's right “pressure group” cancelled its parade on account of some violence activities that may be associated with the parade.  Some anti-government newspapers and media immediately portrayed this as a "crackdown of women's rights" by the government. The truth is, according to the Public Order Ordinances, the Hong Kong Police had already approved the parade and listed out a set of reasonable and proportional restrictions that ensured both the right to protest of women and social stability in Hong Kong.  If the parade was already approved in the very first place, how could this be interpreted as so-called “political suppression"?

4. Since the implementation of the National Security Law (NSL) in Hong Kong, it was true that some female suspects were arrested for endangering national security. But we should be very cautious about those rhetorics that twisted that as an oppression of the women’s political rights. First of all, the restrictions and enforcements under NSL are necessary and reasonable and follow the the principles of the Basic law, and other human rights legal regimes in the Hong Kong SAR. Secondly, both male and female perpetrators, who are just "a minority group of people" that endangered national security were prosecuted. The law presumes does not discriminate against women. 
 
5. Indeed, we truly think that the National People’s Congress implemented NSL and the principle of "patriots administering Hong Kong" is to restore the order and stability of Hong Kong. With the timely and necessary assistance from the Central Government, we are of the view that women’s rights in all field is now better than ever. As an NGO, we truly believe that Hong Kong has accorded priority to the implementation of CEDAW and women’s right remains sound and well-protected in all and especially the political fields.
