Examples of projects on combating domestic violence 
Projects implemented by the National Agency for Equal Opportunities for Women and Men: 

· The “START - A quality life in security!” project co-financed by the European Social Fund, the Sectorial Operational Programme for Developing Human Resources 2007-2013 continued to be implemented during 2015. The main objective is to create and implement integrated measures for a national integrated approach to prevent and combat domestic violence and human trafficking. The program aims to create support services for victims and facilitate specialized training for experts. An informational system for reporting and managing cases of domestic violence and a non-stop call center for victims will be implemented.
· A national awareness raising campaign on domestic violence is being implemented from April 2015 to April 2016. The project is funded by RO 20 “Domestic violence and violence based on gender differentiation” through the Norwegian Financial Mechanism 2009-2014. The purpose of the campaign is to prevent domestic violence, to promote gender equality, and to combat gender stereotypes and discrimination within the family. The campaign aims to raise awareness of the general public on human rights, laws and institutions responsible with preventing and combating gender based domestic violence; among professionals in the field and their role in preventing violence, promoting gender equality at family level, and in terms supporting victims of domestic violence and gender-based distinction; as well as among politicians and the media in terms of promoting gender equality, preventing and combating violence.

The Romanian Police with the support of governmental institutions, local public authorities, NGOs and associations have initiated and implemented awareness-raising campaigns and programs, such as: “The Protective Order Campaign”, “16 days of activism preventing violence against women”, “An informed woman, a protected woman”, “Domestic violence shouldn’t be indifferent to you”, “The Council of Europe campaign on preventing and combating violence against women”, “My family doesn’t love violence”, “Don’t just give, make a gift”, “Stop abuse and violence”, “The Daphne III research project for preventing domestic violence”. In 2014, more than 50 projects and campaigns were implemented by the Police at national level, addressing domestic violence issues and aiming at informing citizens on the protection order.
The National Institute of Magistracy carries out the “Domestic violence and gender related violence” project financed through the Norwegian Financial Mechanism. The project aims at enhancing the capacity of the Romanian judicial authorities to fight domestic violence. So far, a study visit and a workshop with the participation of Romanian experts, Norwegian representatives, and representatives from the Council of Europe have been organized. In November 2015, a common training session will be held for 20 police officers, 10 judges, and 10 prosecutors. Additional 10 workshops will be organized for other Romanian authorities. The project will be completed in 2016 with a study visit in Norway and a final international conference. Moreover, a best practices handbook will be drafted.
