Statistics regarding Romanian women and children victims of trafficking in human beings provided by the National Agency against Trafficking in Persons (NATP)
In 2006, the majority of victims were women (1,704 cases out of a total of 2,285 victims registered by the NATP), in 2007 the number of women victims decreased to 970 out of a total of 1,780 victims identified by NATP, and in 2008, for the first time, the number of men (626) registered in the national statistics was higher than that of women victims (614).

Statistics show that in 2006, 316 victims (14% of the total of 2,285 victims registered) were minors, 7 of them under the age of 14. There were 292 cases of trafficking (16% of the total of 1,780 victims identified) in 2007: 127 of them were victims of internal trafficking and 166 were trafficked outside the country. In 2008, out of the total number of 1,240 victims 2 minors were victims of pornography. 

For the 2009-2013 time framework the situation of children victims of trafficking broken down by gender was as follows:

· 2009: 176 cases of trafficking (144 females and 32 males): 127 victims of sexual exploitation, 11 victims of forced labor, 22 forced to beg, 2 victims of pornography, 5 forced to commit thefts and 9 attempts of trafficking;
· 2010: 307 victims identified (270 females and 37 males): 240 victims of sexual exploitation, 17 victims of forced labor, 19 forced to beg, 5 victims of pornography, 3 forced to commit thefts and 23 attempts of trafficking;
· 2011: 319 victims registered (289 females and 30 males): 255 victims of sexual exploitation, 12 victims of forced labor, 21forced to beg, 10 victims of pornography, 2 forced to commit thefts and 19 attempts of trafficking;
· 2012: 370 victims identified (327 females and 43 males): 279 victims of sexual exploitation, 41victims of forced labor, 13 forced to beg, 30 victims of pornography, 3 forced to commit thefts and 4 attempts of trafficking;
· 2013: 300 victims registered (278 females and 22 males): 237 victims of sexual exploitation, 26 victims of forced labor, 11forced to beg, 9 victims of pornography, 12 forced to commit thefts and 15 attempts of trafficking;
· 2014: a total number of 563 women and 290 children were victims of trafficking in human beings.
