Investigation of  the raid in Moldava nad Bodvou (additional information)
Almost all planned hearings have been conducted in this criminal case. We are waiting for the preparation of expert opinions in the field of clinical psychology in relation to seven injured parties and one expert opinion in the field of psychiatry in relation to alleged post-traumatic stress disorder of one injured party. A competent Police Force investigator was ordered to inform the representative of the injured parties in writing on the submission of eventual proposals for additional evidence. After the above expert opinions have been prepared and hearings of these experts have been conducted, it will be possible to prepare a comprehensive assessment of evidence and to decide on the further procedure. 
Immediately after the event of 21 June 2013, the Plenipotentiary of the Slovak Government for Roma Communities wrote a letter to general director of the Control and Inspection Service Department of the Ministry of Interior, in which he included any knowledge acquired in this case, while the content of request consisted of the requirement for the review of the principles of legality, legitimacy, proportionality and subsidiarity, the fulfilment of conditions of the action ‑ action of the Police Force on the one hand and the exercise of powers of the Police Force members on the other hand (Section 17 et seq. of Act No. 171/1993 Coll.), the use of coercive measures (Section 50 et seq. of Act No. 171/1993 Coll.) and compliance with procedures under Sections 63, 64, 65, 66, 74 and 75 of Act No. 171/1993 Coll. also in connection to Section 2 of the above act, especially the role of the Police Force cited in Section 2(1)(a) of the above act, according to which the Police Force collaborates in the protection of fundamental rights and freedoms, especially in the protection of life, health, personal freedom and safety of persons and in the protection of property.
