Annex No. 2
Laws and Protective Measures to Reduce the Economic Gap
1. According to the Fifth five-year development plan (2015-2011), the government is obliged to reduce inequalities between rural and urban areas by implementing the following measures:

•
Allocation of budgetary priority for the development of industrial agriculture and rural industries with an emphasis on small and medium industrial and agricultural units (Article 194);

•     Codification of incentive policies for reverse migration "from city to village" and relative stabilization of the rural population (Article 194);

•    Continuous technical and professional empowerment of villagers by providing modern training and services in agricultural and industrial activities (Article 194);

•    Organizing and establishing entrepreneurial and employment-generating activities for small and medium-sized production and services in rural areas by providing financial and credit incentives (Article 194);

•    Generalization and expanding rural insurance and its 100% coverage by strengthening the social insurance fund for villagers and nomads (Article 194).

2. The Sixth Five-Year Development Law has built up upon its predecessor's core approach in combating discrimination and inequality. In addition to the measures mentioned in the previous paragraph, the plan obliges the government to pursue:

•
Empowerment of the underprivileged areas in access to social and unemployment insurance and pension payments by giving priority to women heads of households (Article 2);

•    Efforts to develop e-service infrastructure in less endowed and rural areas so that by the end of the program, it is feasible to provide four main government e-services (health, education, agriculture, and banking) to at least 80% of villages with more than twenty households (Article 67);

•    Allocation of 1% of import duties on goods and services to free trade zones (mainly in border areas) for investments in the employment of locals in these areas (Article 83);

•    Allocation of 3% of revenues from crude oil and gas condensate exports, one-third to oil-rich and gas-rich provinces and two-thirds to less endowed regions and cities to implement development programs in the form of annual budgets with the approval of the Planning and Development Council of these provinces (Article 7)

•    Identifying villages at risk of natural disasters to implement safety plans for these settlements with the cooperation of responsible agencies and the participation of people and local institutions, so that the safety of at least 30% of villages at risk is completed by the end of the period for the implementation of the law (Article 27);

Supporting Vulnerable People

3. The Social Welfare Umbrella plan approved by the Ministry of Cooperative Labor and Social Welfare in 2005, gradually implemented and funded, is a set of compensatory, preventive, and promotional policies and measures to control and reduce poverty and ensure the adequate health for all members of the society. Accordingly, the plan is supporting poor people who, if all household income is spent on food, the head of the household is unable to provide 2kcal per day for each member of the household based on the desired food basket. Aside from the aforementioned criteria, more indicators are on the agenda to be used for identifying other vulnerable sections of society who are exposed to social risks and need to be organized and rehabilitated. 

Supporting Charities and Job-Creating NGOs

4. Considering the importance of the vital role of charities and NGOs in social participation and internal development of the country in the cultural, social, and economic fields, during the past years while supporting all charities and job-creating NGOs throughout the country and providing facilities to their target community, the government has concluded many bilateral MoUs to cooperate with these institutions. Some examples are in the following:

5. Additionally, Imam Khomeini Relief Foundation from 2015 to 2019 has helped eradicate poverty by covering poor families living in 374 villages and 53 rural districts in 16 provinces and provided necessities of life, food and health, water for drinking and sanitation, and have used resources for repairing and renovation of homes and preparation and distribution of home appliances with the help of donors and governorates. Moreover, the foundation was instrumental in the establishment and operation of 128 cultural and educational centers, 52 boarding schools and 14 student camps in the aforementioned provinces.

Construction, renovation and equipping of schools in less endowed areas

6. Considering that one of the tasks of the Ministry of Education is to promote educational equality, significant efforts have been made to establish more classrooms in rural areas to eliminate deprivation in these regions. According to the assessment results done by research centers, on average, more than 3,000 classrooms are built annually in underprivileged areas by the School Renovation and Equipping Organization. Details of the efforts of this organization by the province as well as urban and rural areas are mentioned in the following tables:

7. The school-building charities are operating all over the country as NGOs or individual donors and are popular sponsors of the Ministry of Education and its related efforts by the School Renovation and Development Organization to attract public assistance. The call to participate in the construction of educational spaces in cities and villages include the development of public participation in the construction of educational spaces as well as attracting and retaining school-building donors as a symbol of joint public and government participation in the development of the country. These efforts are a priority for the Ministry of Education, since the beginning of the revolution, more than 90,000 Billion Rials have been pledged by donors who have participated in the construction of more than 113,000 classrooms. Compared to the annual budget of the Renovation Organization, the amount of donors' participation equals 42%, which indicates the significant impact of this widespread movement on school construction in the country and indicates the active presence of the donors' community as a solid popular and non-governmental basis for the Organization. Details of these measures are provided in the following tables:

8. By attaching priority for the development of literacy in less endowed areas, in the border provinces including Kurdistan, Sistan and Baluchestan, Kermanshah, and West Azerbaijan, which are mainly Sunnis, over 103 thousand people in 2017 have enrolled for literacy courses (about 27.1% of the total activity of 31 provinces) and appropriate methods using localized content have been adopted to tailor the educational material for the recipients.

9. Due to the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic, additional supportive measures were taken to prevent the dropout of more than 80,000 students from covered families and 250,000 female-headed households so that students could continue their education via online platforms.

Providing housing
10. Within the format of "Mehr" as well as "Social Supporting" housing programs, it is stipulated that 100,000 households will be supported annually until the end of the sixth Development Plan. Accordingly, under the supportive housing program, "assistance in the construction and purchase of real estate housing" and "ex gratia assistance to Mehr housing applicants who are not registered in any construction plan" will be followed. In the case of social housing, "assistance in the construction of rented housing", "payment of rent" and "Paying a mortgage loan to a low-income groups" are the main areas of support. The details of the aforementioned Mehr plans in the years 2015 to 2018 are specified in the table below:

11. Maximum allowance for facilitating house purchase varies depending on the type of construction and the city where the request is filed. In addition to the special programs for underprivileged areas and disabled people mentioned above, the facilities for young couples are granted with a 65% increase. This formula is applied regardless of their place of residence and social status. 

12. In order to use non-governmental capabilities to eliminate deprivation and eliminate possible discrimination, popular groups have had several activities on the agenda in the form of mobilization of construction efforts, which include a total of 1447 construction projects. Furthermore, the Revolutionary Guard Corps started 125108 service projects in Sistan and Baluchestan province in 2020. One of the essential considerations in planning and carrying out these projects, which is mainly pursued to protect vulnerable people, is the proximity of new buildings to the towns and villages where the people currently reside so that there will be no migration.

Annex No. 3
13. According to the latest statistics in June 2016, 1383 daily centers are active in rehabilitation programs, vocational training, job support, and supportive production workshops with the participation of the non-governmental sector and coverage of 53,141 clients in the country. Out of this figure, more than 46,000 people receive educational and rehabilitation subsidies in the mentioned centers. Provincial statistics related to skills and empowerment workshops in 2019 are as follows:
