Excellency,

In my capacity as Rapporteur on Follow-up on Concluding Observations of the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW), I have the honor to refer to the examination of the combined eighth and ninth periodic report of Mongolia, at the Committee’s sixty-third session, held in February 2016. At the end of that session, the Committee’s concluding observations (CEDAW/C/MNG/CO/8-9) were transmitted to your Permanent Mission. You may recall that in paragraph 45 on follow-up on the concluding observations, the Committee requested Mongolia to provide, within two years, written information on the steps taken to implement the recommendations contained in paragraphs 17 (a) and 19 (a), (b) and (e) of the concluding observations.
The Committee welcomes the follow-up report received with a three-month delay in June 2018 (CEDAW/C/MNG/CO/8-9/Add.1) under the CEDAW follow-up procedure. At its seventy-first session, held in November 2018 in Geneva, the Committee examined this follow-up report and adopted the following assessment.
Regarding the recommendation made in paragraph 17 of the concluding observations, urging the State party to “put in place, without delay, a comprehensive strategy, with proactive and sustained measures targeting women and men at all levels of society, to eliminate discriminatory stereotypes and patriarchal attitudes concerning the roles and responsibilities of women and men in the family and in society”: 
 The Committee welcomes that the State party took some measures to change stereotypes on the roles of women and men in the society in 2017 thorough a “National Programme on Gender Equality (2017–2021)”. It however regrets the lack of measures taken to adopt a comprehensive strategy aiming at eliminating discriminatory stereotypes and patriarchal attitudes. The Committee considers that the State party took some steps to implement the recommendations. It considers that the recommendation has been partially implemented.
The Committee considers that the information provided by the State party is thorough and extensive, but fails to respond fully to the recommendation. It thus considers that the quality of the information provided is partially satisfactory.

The Committee recommends that, in relation to paragraph 17 of the concluding observations, the State party provide, in its next periodic report, information on further actions taken to:

Put in place, without delay, a comprehensive strategy, with proactive and sustained measures targeting women and men at all levels of society, to eliminate discriminatory stereotypes and patriarchal attitudes concerning the roles and responsibilities of women and men in the family and in society.

In relation to the recommendation made in paragraph 19 of the concluding observations, urging the State party to “recalling its general recommendation No. 19 (1992) on violence against women, accelerate the adoption of the bill on the prevention of domestic violence, adopt comprehensive measures to prevent and address violence against women and girls and ensure that women and girls who are victims of violence have access to immediate means of redress, including compensation and protection, and that perpetrators are prosecuted and adequately punished” (Since the dialogue with the State party in 2015, the Committee has adopted the general recommendation No. 35 (2017) on gender-based violence against women, updating general recommendation No. 19):
The Committee welcomes the adoption of the revised Law on Combatting Domestic Violence (LCDV) in December 2016, which criminalizes domestic violence, with ten subsequent procedures such as meditation and temporary protection shelter service. It also notes the establishment of the One Stop Service Centers (OSSC) to provide support to the victims of violence, including domestic violence, as well as the establishment of a cross-sectorial sub-council aiming at prevention of domestic violence and monitoring implementation of the LCDV. It further welcomes the information provided by the State party that the number of cases of domestic violence had decreased by 19.6 percent in the first eight months of 2017. The Committee considers that the State party took significant steps to implement the recommendations. It considers that the recommendation has been implemented.
The Committee considers that the information provided by the State party is thorough and extensive, and relates directly to the recommendation. It thus considers that the quality of the information provided is satisfactory.
Regarding the recommendation urging the State party to “provide mandatory capacity-building programmes for judges, prosecutors, police officers and other law enforcement officials on the strict application of legislation criminalizing violence against women and on gender-sensitive procedures to deal with women who are victims of violence, in particular women with disabilities”:

The Committee takes note of the information provided by the State party that trainings on combatting and preventing gender-based violence with gender sensitive approach have been provided to law enforcement officials, judicial authorities and lawyers. It further notes that a National Program on Promoting Rights, Inclusion and Development of Persons with Disabilities includes trainings on disability-sensitive communication for such official personnel. Regretting the lack of information on capacity-building programmes on the strict application of legislation criminalizing violence against women, the Committee considers that the State party took some steps to implement the recommendations. It considers that the recommendation has been partially implemented.
The Committee considers that the information provided by the State party is through and extensive, but fails to respond fully to the recommendation. It thus considers that the quality of the information provided is partially satisfactory.

With regards to the recommendation urging the State party to “provide adequate conditions for redress and rehabilitation for women with disabilities who are victims of violence”:

The Committee takes note the adoption of the National Program on Promoting Rights, Inclusion and Development of Persons with Disabilities in 2017, with activities to provide legal assistance to person with disabilities who are victims of violence. It however regrets the absence of information on measures taken for specifically women with disabilities. The Committee considers that the State party took some steps to implement the recommendations. It considers that the recommendation has been partially implemented.


The Committee considers that the information provided by the State party is thorough and extensive, but fails to respond fully to the recommendation. It thus considers that the quality of the information provided is partially satisfactory.
The Committee recommends that, in relation to paragraph 19 of the concluding observations, the State party provide, in its next periodic report, information on further actions taken to:

1.
Provide mandatory capacity-building programmes for judges, prosecutors, police officers and other law enforcement officials on the strict application of legislation criminalizing violence against women and on gender-sensitive procedures to deal with women who are victims of violence, in particular women with disabilities.

2.
Provide adequate conditions for redress and rehabilitation for women with disabilities who are victims of violence.
