1) In 2017, a witchdoctor and two co-accused were sentenced to life imprisonment and to twenty years respectively for conspiracy to murder of a 20-year-old woman with albinism. The third conspirator was sentenced to eighteen years imprisonment.

2) In 2021, three men were found guilty of kidnapping and killing Gabisile Shabane and her 15-month-old cousin. The perpetrators had dismembered Gabisile's body, violated it and harvested her head, hands, body fat and heart. All three offenders were sentenced to two life terms and 27 years' imprisonment each for the two murders.  

3) The Thembisa Madlala Foundation and the National Albinism Task Force lodged a case with the Equality Court against a South African traditional healer (known as Khehlelezi), for discrimination and advocating hatred by spreading misinformation about persons with albinism online in May 2023. The Equality Court found the utterances amounted to hate speech and were harmful towards persons with albinism. The Court ordered the respondent to provide an unconditional apology to persons with albinism on his YouTube account within seven days; to withdraw his utterances from his YouTube account within 72 hours; and to maintain the apology on the YouTube account until 31 October 2025.
