The LEPL State Agency for Employment Promotion started providing labor market services on 1 January 2020. As of today, before the full staffing of the Agency, the service is available in Vake-Saburtalo, Didube-Chughureti and Old Tbilisi territorial units of Tbilisi, as well as in Kakheti (Telavi), Mtskheta-Mtianeti (Mtskheta), Shida Kartli (Gori), Guria (Ozurgeti), Samegrelo-Zemo Svaneti (Zugdidi) and Adjara Autonomous Republic (Batumi).
Activities implemented in 2020 to support the employment of vulnerable, low-competitive groups:
Support employment consultants provided support services to 12 persons with disabilities at the Agency's 4 service centers. (From here, Tbilisi - 5, Adjara - 3, Guria - 2, Shida Kartli - 2).
7 vacancies were found for people with disabilities to promote the employment of low-competitive groups.
