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Introduction
"EB" disease or "epidermolysis bullosa" is a genetic skin disorder. In healthy people, the outer layer of the skin is connected by protein hooks made of keratin or collagen, which prevent the separate movement of these two layers. Still, in people with EB disease, these hooks do not move correctly due to a defect in protein production. It is not made for this reason; the minor action that causes friction between 2 layers of skin, such as rubbing or pressure, will cause blisters and even dangerous wounds in the body of these patients. The name Butterfly Children is given to children suffering from "EB" disease for this reason because the skin of these patients is highly fragile, like a butterfly, and with a bit of contact, they develop watery or bloody blisters. As the wound progresses, the skin tissue is gradually destroyed. According to statistical data, 50 out of every one million live births are affected by this painful disease. Our institution (Ebay House) was established as a non-profit and voluntary organization to identify and cover butterfly patients and take measures to support these patients. However, due to unilateral coercive measures against Iran, children suffering from butterfly disease faced many problems in accessing the medical and pharmaceutical equipment and dressings they needed. This is even though the right to health and health has been recognized in various international documents and is one of the basic human needs. Unilateral sanctions have severely affected patients' access to medical equipment and essential drugs, and fair and non-discriminatory access has affected medicine and health. Unilateral coercive measures against EB patients have violated Article (5) of the Convention on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination.
Discrimination in the access of licensed patients to pharmaceutical and medical care due to unilateral coercive measures (Article 5)
1. Between May 2018 and May 2019, 15 patients died directly and only because of unfair and discriminatory access to essential medicines and dressings.
2. Butterfly disease is one of the most challenging and exhausting diseases. It causes severe wounds on people's skin and makes their skin fragile. Dressing these types of wounds is entirely different from ordinary wound dressing. Unilateral coercive measures have caused discriminatory and unfair access to the dressings needed by eBay patients because there is no such dressing in the country. Due to the American sanctions, obtaining it has been denied.
3. Ms. Alena Dohan[footnoteRef:1], UN Special Rapporteur on the adverse effects of unilateral coercive measures on the enjoyment of human rights, after her trip to Iran, during her visit to EBay’s house, she saw the negative impact of American sanctions, which caused discriminatory access to dressings. He has admitted that it is needed for eBay patients. [1: . 4. Since May 2018, when the United States unilaterally withdrew from the nuclear agreement, which increased the severity of sanctions, the entry of dressings needed by butterfly patients into Iran has been prohibited.
5. The lack of fair access to the necessary dressings for EB patients has caused the death of these patients.
6. Due to unilateral coercive measures, providing life-saving medicine and medical equipment produced by foreign companies for treating EB patients presents significant challenges.
7. The bandages needed by eBay patients can be supplied through the "Monlike" company in Sweden, but they cannot be sent to Iran due to the embargo on Iran.
8. The Swedish company "Monlike" later stopped the sale of pharmaceutical products and medical equipment, including dressings necessary for the health and life of butterfly patients, to Iranian importing companies, citing the unilateral sanctions of the United States. Following the discontinuation of the sale of these dressings and the denial of access to this essential medical product, a large number of patients, especially children, died, and some others suffered severe physical injuries, such as amputations.
9. Purchase and deliver life-saving and essential drugs foreign companies produce for unique, serious, and rare diseases.
10. Discrimination in access to medical equipment forces patients who do not have access to effective dressings to use lower-quality dressings that worsen their wounds.
11. Countries that need to import raw materials, food, and medicine and have little production in these fields are more exposed to discriminatory access to pharmaceutical and medical equipment due to unilateral sanctions.

Conclusion
12. Unilateral coercive measures have provided fair access to pharmaceutical and medical equipment for eBay patients. We express our deep concern about the unfair distribution of medicine for certain patients in Iran due to unilateral sanctions.
13. Enjoying the highest accessible health standards is one of the most fundamental rights for every human being, regardless of his race, religion, political beliefs, economic conditions, or social status, which is also mentioned in Article 5 of this convention. Still, Unilateral coercive measures by other countries against patients in Iran have caused a clear violation of this article.
14. The right to health and hygiene is a fundamental human right that requires countries to uphold and enforce international health security laws. We urge the relevant authorities and international institutions to implement these regulations properly.
Recommendation:

15. Continue to adhere more to international human rights conventions.
16. Full cooperation with the human rights mechanisms of the United Nations, including the invitation of the special rapporteur on the adverse effects of unilateral coercive measures on the enjoyment of human rights.
17. Strengthen your cooperation with the Human Rights Council and human rights authorities.
18. Continue efforts to address the adverse effects of unilateral coercive measures on the human rights of the Iranian people and overcome the obstacles caused by such measures.
19. Continue its efforts to protect vulnerable groups affected by economic sanctions and unilateral coercive measures.
