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State of Qatar’s Third Periodic Report under the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women

Qatar’s response to paragraph 1 of the list of issues concerning general issues and questions, as referred to in paragraph 12 of the State of Qatar’s third periodic report.
1. With regard to the methodology for improving data collection and analysis, Improving the collection and analysis of data related to the areas covered by the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women constitutes an essential step for the State of Qatar to fulfil its international and regional obligations and to implement Qatar National Vision 2030, which seeks to enhance the State’s competitiveness in all fields. It also supports the development of policies and programmes and enables the measurement of progress in the preparation of the State’s periodic reports on the Convention, while taking into consideration the recommendations of the United Nations Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women.
2. Ensuring the availability of accurate data disaggregated by sex contributes to establishing gender justice and guaranteeing equality between men and women, identifying existing inequalities, and understanding the challenges faced by women in various fields such as education, employment, health, and political participation. This also assists in the development of evidence-based policies that contribute to addressing discrimination and promoting substantive equality between women and men. In addition, it enables the monitoring of the State’s compliance with the Convention and the identification of areas for future improvement in order to ensure the achievement of national and international objectives relating to women’s rights. Methods for improving data collection include the following:
· The State is committed to collecting accurate and regular data disaggregated by sex covering women’s participation in various fields, including education, employment opportunities, health, political participation, and cases of violence. In this context, the Committee recommended that the State party strengthen the collection of data also disaggregated by age, marital status, ethnicity, disability, and migration status, in order to support planning and evaluation in programmes and policies related to women and to monitor their impact in a manner that ensures the achievement of substantive equality between women and men.
· Linking data to the Sustainable Development Goals.
· Establishing supportive institutional mechanisms and frameworks to ensure the systematic and regular collection and analysis of data.
· Training and awareness-raising.
3. Regarding the use of data to Achieve gender equality, the following measures are implemented:
· Identifying gaps: Data disaggregated by sex help to identify inequalities between women and men in various areas such as education, employment, political participation, and access to justice.
· Policy design: Data are used as a basis for developing policies and programmes aimed at addressing the challenges faced by women, such as wage gaps, violence against women, or weak political representation.
· Monitoring impact: Data enable the relevant authorities to monitor the impact of policies and programmes on women and men and to measure progress towards achieving gender equality.
· Making improvements: Based on the results of the data, policies and programmes can be adjusted in order to ensure their effectiveness and their continued responsiveness to the needs of women and girls.
· Achieving the objectives of the Convention: These data contribute to ensuring the implementation of the State’s obligations under the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women and to achieving substantive equality between women and men in a sustainable manner.
