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ANNEX 3 (Question 3)
Statistical data on recent results in combating corruption

In 2014, the National Integrity Agency (NIA) achieved the following track record of cases: 249 incompatibilities, 101 administrative conflicts of interest, 60 criminal conflicts of interest, 29 significant differences between incomes and assets, and 29 suspicions on committing criminal offences or corruption offences.

In 2013, the National Anticorruption Directorate (NAD) achieved significant results in the fight against corruption and consistency in the investigation of complex corruption cases regarding serious offenses committed by dignitaries, magistrates or persons in leading positions within central and local government, for whom the courts ordered preventive arrest measures. Progress was also reached in the completion and prosecution of cases with regard to the final conviction of high and medium level officials. NAD issued 270 indictments, sending to trial 1,073 defendants (out of these, 1 member of the European Parliament, 1 minister, 4 members of the Chamber of Deputies of the Parliament - 1 of them serving as deputy prime-minister, 2 deputy-governors, and 49 legal persons). The courts issued 244 final decisions regarding 1,051 defendants (out of which 2 ministers, 1 senator, 5 members of the Chamber of Deputies of the Parliament).

 In 2014, NAD continued to conduct investigations of high level corruption cases, at the same pace. 317 cases were sent to trial, regarding 1,167 defendants, 47 of these defendants were indicted with plea bargain agreements. The prosecutors ordered interim measures for amounts of money and assets worth around 10 million EUR. The courts issued 335 final conviction decisions regarding 1,138 defendants in the cases conducted by NAD. The courts ruled the confiscation of the total amount of approx. 15 million EUR, as well as of a large number of personal (movable) goods.

According to the Public Ministry, the statistics show a substantial increase in combating petty corruption in 2013. The regular prosecutors’ offices sent to trial 316 indictments regarding 549 defendants. 186 conviction court decisions remained final regarding 261 defendants. In 2014, the prosecutors sent to trial 956 defendants in 337 cases. 157 decisions remained final, concerning 239 persons - 225 defendants convicted and 14 acquitted.

In 2013, the prosecutors sent to trial 51 public officials in 46 cases for conflict of interest. 381 cases on the offence of conflict of interest were solved in 2013. In 2014, 301 such cases were solved, of which 51 by indictments, sending to trial 56 defendants, among which 7 deputies and 13 mayors. 

Although according to the new Code of Criminal Procedure the jurisdiction to carry out criminal investigations in cases of conflict of interest legally lies with the police bodies, under the supervision of prosecutors from prosecutor’s offices attached to local courts. It was recommended that prosecutor’s offices attached to courts of appeal take over the cases dealing with this crime and carry out the criminal investigation, for the purpose of taking advantage of the already existing expertise. 

The Order of the Minister of Justice No. 1993/C/2014 on Organizing and Performing Prevention Corruption Activities within the National Prison Administration (NPA) was adopted along with the  methodology for managing corruption risks. 

According to the Public Ministry, in 2014, 1,139 cases concerning electoral offences were solved, 17 cases being finalized through sending to trial. 

The Anticorruption Directorate General within the Ministry of Internal Affairs conducted criminal investigation activities in some criminal cases. The prosecutor decided to initiate the criminal prosecution against 336 persons in 2009, 376 persons in 2010, 533 persons in 2011, 347 persons in 2012, 453 persons in 2013, and approximately 300 persons in 2014. During the first 3 months of 2015, the prosecutor decided to initiate the criminal prosecution against 60 persons.
