A personal visit of A. Chentiev in Grozny by two representatives of the Embassy of the Slovak Republic in Moscow on 28 April 2015  (Additional Information)

During conversation, Chentiev confirmed that he has everything that he needs, namely: 
· he has access to medical care. During his stay in the prison, Mr Chentiev did not complain about his health condition;
· he has a defender in criminal proceedings (A. Djabrailov) and he can meet the defender without the presence of third parties;
· His relatives can visit him. Relatives gave him foodstuffs and other objects allowed by custodial regulations and rules;
· Meals are served to him three times a day free of charge. He claims that each meal is at a satisfactory level. He can buy an additional meal in the prison canteen. In this case, the value of the purchase is debited from the account opened by his relatives;
· In the cell, sanitary clean-up is carried out once a week and bed linens are changed every week. He is also given toiletries and means to clean his cell. The accused can take a shower at least once a week (maximally two times per week);
· The prosecuted Mr Chentiev can go for a walk daily during daylight for at least one hour in the yard;
· The accused confirmed that when he requested he was given paper and pen in order to submit a proposal or application;
· The accused has access to periodicals and at least once in ten days he has access to books and magazines in the prison library;
The monitoring mission of the Embassy of the Slovak Republic in Moscow, based on a pre-announced personal examination of the conditions of imprisonment of accused Chentiev, has found out the following facts:
· A. Chentiev was placed in a cell together with another three investigated persons. There were four beds in the cell. In addition to basic furnishings (table, chairs, etc.) there was a refrigerator, a TV set and a separate toilet with a washbowl in the cell.
· A. Chentiev, just like the other 3 accused, were wearing civilian and not prison clothes;
· Cells are divided into smoking and non-smoking ones (which is visibly marked on the cells). Every accused has the right to choose the cell according to this sign. A. Chentiev is in a non-smoking cell.
