1. Allocation of resources for social services in the reporting period in proportion to total expenditure for the following categories: 

After slight improvement during 2008-2009, the public-health expenditure reached in 2010 a value comparable with the one recorded in 2007. According to 2013 State Budget Law, public-health allocation has amounted to 4,51% of GDP this year. Both public and total health expenditure at PPP$ per capita is roughly 4 times lower than the EU average. According to WHO estimates, private-health expenditure contributes to around 1,2 % of GDP, compared to the EU average of 2,3% of GDP.

Although it does not cover the existing needs, public social expenditure has increased over time. Government general expenditure for social protection has accounted for 14,9% of GDP in 2010 (18.543 million euros) and has risen compared to 2002 (10,1%). By contrast, health expenditure has accounted for only 3,6% of GDP in 2010 (4.499 million euros) and there has been a decrease compared to 2002, when it accounted for 4,1% of GDP. For comparison, in 2010, at EU 27 level a percentage of 19,9% of GDP was allocated for social protection and 7,5% for health. (Source: Eurostat, 2010)

The overall public education expenditure as percentage of GDP was 4,24% in 2009, as to 5,41% allocation at EU 27 level. The 2011 World Bank Report emphasizes that although “the Ministry of Education, Research, Youth and Sports increased more than two times the expenses per pupil in  secondary education, in 2000-2009, from 1.416 lei (measured in relation to 2009 prices) to 3.868 lei”, this investment has not brought about the expected results “due to the fact that, at the same time, their efficiency and use have not been improved”.

b) Health care, particularly primary health services; 

After slight improvement during 2008-2009, health-public expenditure returned in 2010 to an amount comparable to those recorded in 2007. According to 2013 State Budget Law, public health allocations totalized 4,51 % of GDP for this year. Both public and total health expenditure in PPP$ per capita are roughly 4 times lower than the EU average. According to WHO estimates, private health expenditure contributes to around 1,2 % of GDP, compared to the EU average of 2,3% of GDP.

c) Education (primary and secondary), vocational education and training, special education 

Romania spends only 4,1% of GDP on education, compared to the average of 4,7 % recorded in  Eastern Europe and the EU average of 5,4%.  Since 2005, more has been spent on secondary and tertiary education to the detriment of pre-school and primary one. The education system is strongly dependent on public funds, the total of private contributions accounting for only 0,12 of GDP in 2010, as to 0,82 at EU level.
