[bookmark: _GoBack]      The combined report of periodic reports has been released from twenty-second to twenty-fifth which was submitted to the Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination at its ninety-seventh session (26 November to 14 December 2018) where it is being held at the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights at the Conference Room in Geneva. Where the committee will consider the reports of a group of countries, including Iraq. Here is the shadow report of Lalish Cultural and Social Center of Yezidis in Iraq

        The parties states to the present Convention Considered that the Charter of the United Nations is based on the principles of the inherent dignity and equality of all human beings and that all Member States have undertaken collective and individual action, in cooperation with the Organization, in order to realize one of the purposes of the United Nations to promote and encourage of Universal respect and observance of human rights and fundamental freedoms for all, without distinction as to race, gender ,language and religion.
          Considering that the Universal Declaration of Human Rights proclaims that all human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights, and that everyone is entitled to all the rights and freedoms set forth therein without any discrimination, in particular on grounds of race, color or national origin, Considering that all human beings are

equal before the law and to them Have an equal right to protect them from any discrimination and from any incitement to discrimination.
       After examining the reports which were submitted by the Federal Republic of Iraq on human rights and against racial discrimination, the Lalish Center found to appear these facts so that the committee could discuss them with representatives of the Iraqi government to show the facts as they are, and this is the text of the Center's shadow report :.
      Paragraphs 18, 19 and 20 of the report about the issuance of quotas for components, the proportion of the seats which are allocated to the Yazidis do not fit with their number, in addition to the parliament of the Kurdistan region lacks the quota for the Yazidis , whereas the number of Yazidis in Iraq is about six hundred  thousand people, or 2% of the population which is equivalent to five seats In the parliament, but now have only one seat. The Federal Supreme Court acknowledged the injustice that hit the Yezidis in this area and announced, Wednesday (January 10, 2018), that the number of seats of the Yazidi component in the House of Representatives must be proportional to the number of the component.
        Paragraphs 24 and 25 of the Council of Ministers Resolution No. 92 of 2014 on the basis of what happened to the components of the Iraqi people (Yazidis, Turkmen, Christians, Shabak and other components) by isis terrorist organization is a "crime of genocide", but unfortunately, so far this subject has not been taken seriously, and we demand Iraq to join the International Tribunal and make a formal complaint to this case so that the Court can perform its duties properly.
        Paragraphs 45 and 46 call on the United Nations to  pressure on Iraq to form a committee to assess the damage caused to the lives and property of citizens in the Sinjar district of Nineveh province and reconstruction and provide the necessary services by allocating the necessary funds.
      Paragraph 49 states that the Iraqi Council of Representatives passed Resolution No. (42) for the year 2016, which includes taking the necessary measures by the government to liberate the abducted Yazidis, instruct the reconstruction of Sinjar district, restore the services and infrastructure of the judiciary and consider the victims of terrorism ISIS are martyrs and have all the rights and privileges. The resolution calls on the Iraqi government to form a special committee for this purpose and apply it in practice.
        Paragraph 68 As long as Iraq is a party to the Convention for the Protection of World Heritage, the Government is obliged to rebuild the temples and shrines of the Yazidis and Christians which destroyed in the areas controlled by the terrorist organization
      Paragraph 154, which considers the Islamic religion as a basic source of legislation and this is contrary to the provisions of international conventions on human rights in respect of the values ​​and principles of some of the Iraqi components
      Paragraph 172 about the fight against trafficking in human beings, especially women and children. Where there are numbers of children and women of the Yazidis are in the grip of the isis gangs and their supporters of people from Arab tribes which are neighbouring to the Sinjar district in the province of Nineveh and they are still traded by them. we call for action to address this situation.
         Paragraph 227 about Freedom of thought and belief. The State should ensure the freedom of worship and the protection and reconstruction of the Holy Places, especially in the areas controlled by the Islamic State Organization (ISIS), and to combat extremist ideas in the region by opening courses and workshops which are calling for coexistence and peace.
        Paragraph 265 about the curricula of education. We call for  changing in the curricula of Islamic education which is taught at all levels of education to the religious education which includes the principles of coexistence and peace away from extremism, and  make the study of religious education curricula for Yezidis officially in areas where the Yazidis live.
      Paragraph 308 We call on the United Nations and all partners related to human rights issues to cooperate with the Iraqi government to increase and build the capacity to upgrade the human situation as it has passed through abnormal conditions under the control of ISIS gangs that 
controlled  large areas of Iraqi territory from the beginning of 2014 to the   middle of 2018
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
