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CLOSING REMARKS BY THE HEAD OF THE VIETNAMESE DELEGATION
(Geneva, 03 February 2026)
Madam Chair,
Distinguished Members of the CEDAW Committee,
After a full day of intensive, responsible, and constructive engagement, we have now reached the concluding moments of this Dialogue. On behalf of the Delegation of the Government of Viet Nam, I would like to express my sincere appreciation to Madam Chair and the distinguished Members for your thoughtful and dedicated questions, which have enabled us to gain a deeper and more objective understanding of the implementation of the Convention in Viet Nam.
Today’s dialogue takes place at a particularly important moment for our country. Viet Nam has just successfully convened the 14th National Congress of the Communist Party of Viet Nam. The Congress has set out a strategic vision for a new stage of national development, reaffirming the goal of building a prosperous nation founded upon social justice and progress.
Notably, the documents of the 14th Party Congress continue to emphasize the priority of developing female human resources and increasing the proportion of women’s participation in leadership and management positions at all levels. This is not merely a political orientation, but a firm commitment of the Party and the State of Viet Nam to removing all barriers and creating the most enabling conditions for women to fully realize their potential, exercise their creativity, and contribute to the country’s sustainable development. The outcomes of the Congress serve as a guiding compass for us to implement the CEDAW Convention in a more coherent and resolute manner in the coming term.
Madam Chair,
Distinguished Members of the Committee,
We have carefully noted your concerns and recommendations regarding gender stereotypes, the imbalance in the sex ratio at birth, as well as the rights of women in vulnerable situations. Viet Nam has approached this Dialogue in a spirit of openness and with a commitment to substantive action. Immediately following this session, we will undertake the following concrete steps:
First, the Delegation will comprehensively report the outcomes of this Dialogue to the Government. The Committee’s recommendations will be closely integrated into the action programmes for the implementation of the Resolution of the 14th Party Congress, ensuring that women’s rights are prioritized at the highest level.
Second, the Government of Viet Nam will promptly review and develop a National Action Plan for the implementation of the CEDAW Committee’s recommendations. This Plan will be accompanied by a clear roadmap, robust monitoring mechanisms, and the allocation of commensurate financial resources to ensure its feasibility and effectiveness.
Third, Viet Nam commits to continuing to improve its legal system based on the Committee’s valuable inputs, ensuring that all new laws and policies are gender-responsive and effectively protect the rights and interests of women in the digital era and in the face of emerging challenges.
Ladies and gentlemen,
Viet Nam remains steadfast in its goal of building a prosperous nation with a strong economy, democracy, equity, and advancement. The partnership and support of the CEDAW Committee constitute an important source of encouragement for us to continue breaking through remaining gender barriers. We firmly believe that, with the strong political determination following the 14th Party Congress, Viet Nam will soon translate the Committee’s recommendations into tangible and positive changes in practice.
Once again, I wish Madam Chair and all Members of the Committee good health and continued success. May the cooperative relationship between Viet Nam and the United Nations human rights mechanisms continue to grow stronger.
