Habitual residence may be the same as domicile or may differ, in the case of individuals who choose to establish habitual residence in a locality other than their domicile in the country or abroad. It is considered that individuals have habitual residence in a specific geographical area only if they have lived at the habitual residence for an uninterrupted period of at least 12 months before the reference moment. The resident population includes persons who have immigrated to Romania, but excludes persons who have emigrated from Romania.

53.	(a)	Reported cases of the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography;
According to the Ministry of Justice, cases of the sale of children and child prostitution are legally categorized as child trafficking, thus the response to this question is identical to that provided earlier in point 32(a).
Regarding the crime of child pornography, at the beginning of 2017, the Directorate for Investigating Organized Crime and Terrorism (DIICOT) was handling 280 cases concerning the crime of "child pornography," as defined by Article 374 of the Criminal Code.
From 2017 to 2023, a total of 5,086 cases concerning the same crime were registered. During this period, 1,009 indictments were issued, 276 plea agreements were made, 254 decisions to discontinue prosecution were issued, and 1,994 cases were dismissed. A total of 1,661 defendants were sent to trial, 393 of whom were in pre-trial detention, and 510 were minors. The total number of minor victims was 1,005.
	(b)	Such cases that have been investigated, prosecuted and sanctioned;
Out of the total number of cases brought to court by DIICOT – Central Structure, 95 cases were definitively resolved, resulting in the conviction of 117 defendants, with sentences of up to 6 years, as follows:
-	63 defendants received sentences of up to 6 years in prison;
-	29 defendants had their sentences suspended under supervision, as per Article 91 of the Criminal Code;
-	25 juvenile defendants were subjected to educational measures.

For the period 2017-2023, 1,127 minor victims of trafficking and exploitation of vulnerable persons were identified, and 1,005 minor victims of child pornography were identified.
