OPENING STATEMENT:
Ms. Mara Grabrilli: Good morning. I would like to welcome the distinguished delegation of China, including the representatives of Hong Kong and Macao. I thank you for the time to work together with our Committee experts in this constructive dialogue considering the combined 2nd and 3rd reports.
Since our first review, ten years ago, the State Party has been adopting important reforms to comply with the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, and we welcome these steps. I also welcome that the State Party accepted the recommendation from its Universal Periodic Review in 2018 to establish a national human rights institution,
However, a lot of work must be done, and I believe this is a fruitful opportunity to explore these possibilities working together with the Committee to fully implement the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, in a harmonious and constructive manner that includes civil society organizations.
Before we start, I would like to remember my colleagues to please indicate clearly if the questions are related to mainland China Hong Kong or Macau and also what provision of the Convention your question is related. Thank you!
