	(a) The identity of the person deprived of liberty;
	According to Section 2.2.2 of article 2 of the “Internal Regulations of Prisons” approved by the Order A / 183 of the Minister for Justice and Home Affairs on July 4, 2017, “a prisoner can be admitted to prison unit based on a “reference from a  official registration agency” if he/she does not possess ID card, birth certificate, or their copies”.
		It was stated as “Personal record file shall be created for each detainee” in section 9.1.3 of article 9 of the Law on Arrest and Detention of Suspects and Accused person.   

Article 15.1 of the above-mentioned law states that “upon admission of a detainee to a detention center, the administration of the detention center shall create a personal file as specified in Article 9.1.3 of this Law and attach the following to it”, those include “a photograph of a detainee” of the section15.1.2 statesand “a fingerprint of a detainee (dactocard)” of section 15.1.3 shall be attached.

	
	Section 3.4 of the “Internal Rules of Detention Center” approved by the Order A / 246 of the Minister for Justice and Home Affairs on September 29, 2017 states that"Upon admitting a detainee, the duty officer and the doctor on duty shall check the signature of the judge, court stamp, seal, date and number of the sentence, and check and verify the identity of the escorted person in the presence of the officers those escorted arrested person to the facility."

	(b) The date, time, place where the person was deprived of liberty and the identity of the authority that deprived the person of liberty;
	According to Article 2.2.1 of the “Internal Regulations on Prisons” approved by the Order A / 183 of the Minister for Justice and Home Affairs on July 4, 2017, Prison shall admit prisoner on the basis of “judicial decree or decision that has entered into force”. 
		According to Article 15.1.1 of the Law on Arrest and Detention of Suspects and Accused, “the decision to detain a person”shall beattached to the personal file of the detainee.
	“Registration and notes to be kept at the Arrest Center/ facility/”was regulated insection 11.1.1 of the “Internal Regulations of Detention Facilities” approved by Order A / 246 by the Minister for Justice and Home Affairs on September 29, 2017. 
Article 11.1.1 of this regulation stipulates that “the name of the court or judge who sentenced person to arrest, the date and number of the sentence” shall be recorded in the registration file.

	(d)The authority responsible for supervising the deprivation of liberty;
		Article 22.1.4 of the Law on Prosecutors stipulates that “compliance with the conditions and procedures established by law for the execution of arrest and detention decisions” shall be monitored.

	
		Article 45.1 of the ‘Law on Arrest and Detention of Suspects and Accused” states, “The Prosecutor General and his / her subordinate prosecutors shall monitor the operation, conditions and procedures of detention facilities in accordance with this law” provided that.
	Article 22.1.1 of the Law on Prosecutors provides a control and monitoring for“whether the process of serving a non-custodial sentences, parole, and enforcement of coercive measures is carried out in accordance with the law”.
	
	Article 22.1.1 of the Law on Prosecutors provides a control and monitoring for“whether the process of serving a non-custodial sentences, parole, and enforcement of coercive measures is carried out in accordance with the law”.

	(e) The place of deprivation of liberty, date and time of admission to the place of deprivation of liberty and authority responsible for the place of deprivation of liberty;
		According to Article 2.2.1 of the “Internal Regulations on Prisons” approved by the Order A / 183 of the Minister for Justice and Home Affairs on July 4, 2017, Prison shall admit prisoner on the basis of “judicial decree or decision that has entered into force”.

	Article 207.3 of the Law on Enforcement of Court Decision states that “a prisoner shall be received by a group of officers appointed by the chief of the prison”.

According to Article 15.1.9 of the Law on Arrest and Detention of Suspects and Accused, “arecord of the date and time of arrival and release from detention” shall be attached to the detainee's personal file.
	“Registration and notes to be kept at the Arrest Center/facility/”was regulated in section 11.1.1 of the “Internal Regulations of Detention Facilities” approved by Order A / 246 by the Minister for Justice and Home Affairs on September 29, 2017.  

	Article 11.1.1 of this regulation states that “Date, time, minute, name, position, job title and signature of the officeradmitted at the ArrestCenter /facility/” shall be recorded in the registration and record of Arrest Center.

	(f) Elements relating to the state of health of the person deprived of liberty;
		Article 207, section 207.8 of the Law on Enforcement of Court Decision states that “body and property of the prisoner shall be inspected when person deprived of liberty had temporary or long term meeting, or after admission to prison and prior transfer into to other organizations and officials”  


		According to Article 15.1.7 of the Law on Arrest and Detention of Suspects and Accused, it was stated that“information on health status and body weight index” shall be attached to a detainee's personal file.
		Section 14.2 of the “Internal Regulations of Detention Facilities” approved by Order A / 246 of the Minister for Justice and Home Affairs on September 29, 2017, states that a “doctor / nurse / who admits a newcomer to the Arrest Center We will conduct a medical examination for each person and create medical a record file”.

	Section 14.3 of the regulation states that “a arrested person's health file shall record the person's height, weight, blood pressure, external injuries, wounds, scars, and a history of underlying disease, physical illness, and pain.”
	Article 11.2.3 of the above regulation states that “records and notes of medical care provided to arrest person shall be kept” and shall include the name of the arrested person, reasons for providing medical care, records of care provided, and titles of doctors and nurses who provided care.

	(g) In the event of death during the deprivation of liberty, the circumstances and cause of death and the destination of the remains;
	Article 231.7 of the Law on Enforcement of Court Decision states that “If the family and relatives of died person deprived of liberty does notrespond within the 7 day after receiving the official notification for a death of person deprived of liberty, the prison shall bury him/her atown expense, causes of death and document related to person’s death will be attached to his/her personal file.”
	Article 25.5 of the Law on Arrest and Detention of Suspects and Accused states that “in the event of the death of a person deprived of liberty, the body shall be transferred to his / her family relatives after a forensic autopsy. If there is no person to receive body of dead person, it will be buried at the expense of the prison”.
	There is no written regulation for this matter

	(h) The date and time of release or transfer to another place of detention, the destination and the authority responsible for the transfer .
	Article 254, section 254.1 of the Law on Enforcement of Court Decision states that “prisoner shall be released on day when he/she served sentence, if the end of imprisonment is during the holiday or vacation he/she will be released a day before that day, or the person who’s release order is based on other basis shall be released  same day when his/her release order delivered to prison, or if release order was delivered to prison after working hours the person deprived of liberty shall be released next day.  
Section 254.2 of article 254 of the the same law states that “a released person shall be issued personal documents, items and a certificate of release, and appropriate notes shall be made in the personal file of prisoner”.
		Section 44.1 of article 44 of the Law on Arrest and Detention of Suspects and Accused states, “As soon as the administration of the detention center receives a court decree or judge's order, prosecutor's or investigator's decree on the release of a detainee, the person shall be released immediately.”
	Article 44.4 of the same law states that “an items, money and documents that confiscated during his/her detention will be returned toreleased personin accordance with his/her signature for receiving items.” 
	Section 147.6 of Article 147 of the Law on Enforcement of Court Decision states that “an arrested person shall be released immediately upon the expiration of the period specified in the judge's arrest warrant or upon receipt of the judge's decision on early release”.
