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On the issue of National Security Law

1. In 2019, Hong Kong experienced “black violence” which caused a lot of chaos in the whole city. Though a lot of western media tried to glorify the violence, it is in fact a nightmare for most of the Hong Kong people. I was a elected district councillor during the black violence and my office was brutally destroyed by the “black violence” for three times. Those rioters are not fighting for democracy but only use “freedom” as an excuse to frighten the people with different political views. Many of my supporters and volunteers were very afraid of the violence and they just stayed at home and did not come out to vote.

2. The Hong Kong National Security Law (HKNSL) was the turning point in Hong Kong’s transition. The city is now in order and people do not need to worry about “black violence” when they go out. Their lives are back to normal and they can enjoy the legitimate rights and freedoms. HKNSL is the law to protect the freedom of most of the people by punishing those extreme rioters, who violate the freedoms of the others for achieving their own political objectives.

3. As we all know, rights and freedoms are not absolute. The rioters in 2019 were too extreme and they should be stopped; otherwise, the city is going to die and most of the people who wants normal lives would lose their rights. I am glad that the HKNSL has been implemented on time. I have lived in Hong Kong more than thirty years and never felt so dangerous during the black violence period. When HKNSL was implemented, the rioters soon disappeared. Many of the people in my community told me that they are safe now and they hope that Hong Kong would be normal again as soon as possible.

4. After the implementation of HKNSL, the freedom of speech has been preserved. I still have different political ideas or opinion with government, other politicians, or people living my community. I keep writing commentaries in newspaper freely and I didn’t feel any restriction or pressure from the government. I have confidence that I can still enjoy the freedom of speech, of the press, of publication, etc., as they are protected by the basic law and also the local law.





On the issue of Non-refoulement claimants in Hong Kong

5. First of all, the United Nations Refugees Convention and its 1967 Protocol have never applied to Hong Kong, which means that those non-refoulement claimants will not be treated as “asylum seekers” or “refugees”. Please remember that in Hong Kong, they are all illegal immigrants with no legal status.

6. Though they are only illegal immigrants, Hong Kong as a city paying attention to humanitarianism, the government may still allow some of those illegal immigrants to work if they are in exceptional circumstance, on a case-by-case basis. 

7. And moreover, since 2006, the Hong Kong government provides humanitarian assistance those illegal immigrants during their presence in Hong Kong. At the same time, a lot of Hong Kong people think that those illegal immigrants do not have the right to stay here in Hong Kong and they are receiving the assistance from the tax payers. 

8. A lot of the Hong Kong people still remember the Vietnam refugees and the UN Refugee Agency has not yet paid back more than 1.1 billion Hong Kong dollars to Hong Kong tax payers. The Hong Kong government has to avoid any magnet effect which may have serious implications on the long-term sustainability of such assistance. The responsible government should use the money on their people but not the illegal immigrants.
