Examples of projects aimed at increasing the number of civil status certificates or identity documents issued for Romanian citizens of Roma ethnicity
· “I have documents, therefore I exist” (Alba county) - providing assistance for Romanian citizens of Roma ethnicity to their legal registration; 
· “And we integrate” (county and local authorities from Bacau county in cooperation with Onești subsidiary of the Roma Party - Pro Europe NGO) - improving the situation of Roma persons. A counseling project was also developed regarding the need and legal obligation to obtain and keep the civil status certificates and the identity documents;

· “I am a citizen, I have rights” (Partnership Agreement between the Braşov Association for Community Partnership and the Directorate for Persons Record of Braşov county, with the financial support of the Open Society Institute – Budapest); 
· “Kon Shem Me” (Ruhama in partnership with the Social Administration from Oradea Council) -  obtaining civil status, property and identity documents for Roma persons; 
· “They also are citizens of Galati County” (Galați county in partnership with Galați Roma Alliance, financed from EU funds);
· Mobile stations organized by the public community services for person’s records with the Police to take photos and process all necessary documents for issuing identity documents for persons of Roma ethnicity;
· In 2014, the National Agency for Roma launched an extensive campaign “2014 – The Year of Citizens’ Involvement and Participation”. 16 projects in total amount of 450,000 EUR were developed under this campaign with the aim to provide Roma people with identity documents and papers certifying property rights. The projects were implemented by the Territorial Administrative Units at national level and NGOs and the beneficiaries were 1,992 households.
