The police has a generalist role, their work is per se not organized in various specialties and responsibilities. This means that it is difficult to estimate the amount of resources spent for example on prevention of violence against children. General crime prevention is one of the central tasks of the Norwegian police.

The police have one budget allocation (except for the Norwegian Police University College which has its separate budget allocation). The budget covers all the expenses concerning police activities, the police districts, the special bodies and the National Police Directorate. To distribute the resources between the police districts and the agencies is under the responsibility of the National Police Directorate.

Statistics are not available.
(b) Law enforcement personnel
Statistics are not available.

No overview of the number of police staff who have taken a course specifically on the Convention is available. The bachelor’s degree course at the Norwegian Police University College is divided into main areas. The subject of violence in close relationships is one of many case areas in the main area of investigative and operative disciplines. The Police University College is developing new specialist literature that describes how the police handle such cases from a legal perspective. Tuition is provided in the parties’ rights and obligations. Violence in close relationships is one of very few case areas that involve specific exercises and work requirements in the last year of study. Many students spend their work experience year at crisis centres or at other institutions that focus on this area. New curricula are being developed for further and continued education; violence and assault will be included in the basic course “General further investigation” and be one of several key topics in the violence course.

Police prosecutors receive tuition in Norwegian law, including the Convention and international law, as part of their training. 

(c) Teachers
Statistics are not available for teacher education. 

Regulations for teacher education say that candidates are able to identify special needs of children and young people, including identifying signs of violence or sexual abuse. On the basis of professional judgment, the candidate should be able to quickly take appropriate action.
(d) Health-care personnel
Statistics are not available.


(e) Social workers
Statistics are not available.

The object clause of the Act on Social Services in the Labour and Welfare Service (Social Services Act) reflects the rights laid down in the Convention. In line with the object cause, special account must be taken of the child’s needs in all assessments where the service recipient has children. Central and regional authorities provide guidance on the law and training to all staff in NAV offices nationwide. 

No statistics are available concerning the number of staff, including social workers/other professionals in this field, who participate in training measures.

Just over 59,000 children were born in Norway in 2015. Around 25,200 of these had a married mother, 26,600 had a mother who was a cohabitant, and around 7,300 had a mother who was single. The number of married mothers has been decreasing in recent years, but was as recently as 2012 slightly above the number of cohabitant mothers. In the last three years, the number of cohabitant mothers has been greatest and rising slightly. The proportion of children whose mothers were in a relationship in 2015 was 88 per cent.

[bookmark: _GoBack]As per 1 January 2015, there were 1,125,600 people in the 0-17 age group in Norway. 1,110,000 children lived in the same household as at least one of their parents. 76 per cent of these lived with both parents, 20 per cent lived with their mother and possibly a step-parent, while 4 per cent lived with their father and possibly a step-parent.

Each year, more than 20,000 children experience their parents moving away from each other, irrespective of the parents’ marital status prior to the break-up.

In Norway there is a big variety of child and youth organizations, spanning from musical bands and orchestras to political youth organizations, religious organizations to scout movements. Many of these organizations are informal and therefore not registered. The number of child and youth organizations is therefore uncertain.

The Directorate for Children, Youth and Family Affairs administers grants which child and youth organizations can apply for. To be able to apply the organization must among others be a country-wide, voluntary organization that works with children and youths and has children and youths as participants in their activities. The regulations of the grant exclude professional and industrial bodies, athletic clubs and sports organizations, commercial organizations, illegal organizations and organizations promoting discriminating views from receiving the grant. To receive the grant the organization applying needs to be among others a formal organization with a certain number of members and local branches. The Directorate for Children, Youth and Family Affairs issues lists of organizations that have been granted such a grant yearly.

Participation in voluntary organizations varies with social background. While 52% of the youth with majority background are members in a voluntary organization, this is true for only 36% of the youth with a minority background according to a study from 2010 (Wollebæk & Sivesind 2010). 

Socioeconomic status also appears to be significant to participation in voluntary organizations. Children of parents with a high level of education participate in organizations to a larger extent than children of parents with a low level of education (Sivesind 2012). Youth between 16 and 30 years-of-age who are not employed or in education appear to be less active than others. Receivers of social support have the lowest degree of participation in organizational activities (Sandnes 2013).

	The number of school libraries does not reflect how many schools in Norway that have library services, as some schools have a combination of a school library and public library. These libraries are counted as public libraries above. The numbers for public libraries and mobile libraries are accurate. As not all schools have reported on their library services in the annual survey, the number of school libraries in Norway is somewhat higher than shown in the statistics.



All Norwegian schools are using ICT (Information and Communication Technology). In the curriculum there are competency requirements for the use of ICT and digital skills are considered one of the basic skills in Norwegian schools.
There are no longer reported on hardware in the schools at the national level, so there are no solid numbers on this. The study "Survey of Schools: ICT in Education" (2013)  where some European countries are compared with respect to ICT in schools shows that Norwegian pupils have relatively good access to computers and have good infrastructure.

	The expert team for forced marriage and FGM states the relevant main features of enquiries in 2014: most cases concern threats/violence (30%), actual forced marriage (22%) and a fear of forced marriage (17%). A fear of FGM was the main concern in 5% of the cases (19 cases). No cases of actual FGM were registered. Most of the cases concerned people of Pakistani (25%), Iraqi (18%), Afghan (13%) and Somali (13%) descent.

Statistics on incidents of this kind in connection with child care facilities, foster homes or other institutions under the auspices of the Directorate of Children, Youth and Family Affairs are not available on national level. This type of information will to a large extent be available in the individual case papers but are not available as aggregated statistics on a national level.

Corporal punishment of children is against Norwegian law. The Ministry of Education and research has no indications that corporal punishment happens in Norwegian early childhood education and care (ECEC) or schools.
The Ministry of Education and research does not have any national statistics/data on bullying in ECEC. 

Regarding schools the main findings in the student survey on bullying are: 

· 3.7 percent of students say they are bullied two to three times a month or more. There is a slight decrease from 3.9 percent in 2014.
· The numbers appears to have stabilized. In 2013, the survey showed a decline from 6.8 to 4.3 percent. The reduction may be related to changes in the student survey this year.
· The majority of pupils being bullied by students in the group or class, and secondly by other students at school. Bullying declines with age.
The results of the student survey in 2015 are very similar to the results from 2014.

These facilities are open to the population, but specific numbers on how many have access to these services are not available. 

Nevertheless numbers on the children who have benefitted from measures put in place by the Child Welfare Services are available. The numbers are not available disaggregated by minority or indigenous group, ethnicity, religion or disability. In addition to child care institutions these numbers also include places allocated at care centres for unaccompanied minor asylum seekers as well as parents and children.

(c) The number of institutions for such children disaggregated by region, the number of places available in the institutions, the ratio of caregivers to children and the number of foster homes

The Child Welfare Services in Norway offers places in residential care institutions for children without parental care and for children who for some reason needs to live outside home. 

The exact number of institutions depends on how "institution" is operationalized. Several institutions have many units at different places (this especially apply to private agencies), while other institutions have few units located at the same place. Thus, counting units would give a higher number. Both public and private agencies are operating residential institutions. 

The Office for Children, Youth and Family Affairs (Bufetat) is an agency under the Ministry of Children and Equality. Bufetat offers places at public residential care institutions, and also approve private and local authority residential care institutions. Per 31. December 2015 Bufetat offered 470 places. The rest of the places needed are purchased from private agencies. Oslo, the capital city of Norway, is not part of Bufetat and operates its own municipal residential child care institutions and also approve private residential care institutions.

In addition to child care institutions the numbers below also include places allocated at care centres for unaccompanied minor asylum seekers as well as parents and children

The statistics refer to cases where measures have been imposed, not individuals. Furthermore a child may have mental disabilities without this being the reason for having the child live in an institution. Therefore these numbers are inaccurate with regards to showing the number of children with mental disabilities living in institutions under the auspices of the Directorate of Children, Youth and Family Affairs.

A number of projects aimed at the target group have commenced: preparation of a youth health strategy, #Ungdomshelse (2016-2021); the 0-24 partnership aimed at increasing upper secondary education completion rates; the work on an escalation plan against violence and abuse against children and young people; and the Government’s child poverty strategy, Children Living in Poverty (2015-2017).
