Child development and family welfare being a priority area, in Budget 2021/22, an amount of (Rs 42,750, 000 approximately 571, 440 USD) has been provided under the Judiciary Dept (Rs 25, 800, 000 approximately 34,487,000 USD), Ministry of Gender Equality and Family Welfare (Rs 8,710,000 approximately 11,643,00.USD) and Police Department (Rs 1,000,000 approximately 13,400,02 USD) for the implementation of the Children’s Court Act 2020, Children’s Act 2020 and the Child Sex Offenders Register Act 2020. respectively.
Also, over and above the (Rs 42,750,000 approximately 57,145, 00 USD), financial clearance to the tune of (Rs 9,750, 000 approximately 1,303,230 USD) for this FY 2021/22 has been provided to the Judiciary for the recruitment of additional staff to run the 2 Children’s Courts.
A one-off cash grant scheme of up to (Rs 500,000 approximately 6, 690 USD) is also provided to Child Day Care Centers to enable them to upgrade their infrastructure for better services to the children.

Case concerned an application for leave to apply for a judicial review of the decision of the Commission to refer a complaint of the Co-Respondent to the Equal Opportunities Tribunal. The complaint of the Co-Respondent was that he might have been discriminated against on the ground of his ethnic origin as on several occasions he was not promoted. Leave was not granted.
DIRECTOR OF THE PARADOX NIGHT CLUB v NELSON H. 2016 SCJ 208
This was an appeal against a decision of the Equal Opportunities Tribunal ordering the appellant to pay to the respondent a compensation of 50,000 rupees following a complaint by the respondent that she had been denied access to the nightclub of the appellant because of her impairment. The Respondent was physically impaired and can only move in a wheelchair. The Supreme Court found that the decision of the Tribunal was erroneous in law and the case was remitted back for a fresh determination.
SUMPUTH V (MRS) v EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES TRIBUNAL & ORS 2017 SCJ 292
The Applicant was seeking an order to set aside an order made by the Tribunal joining her as a party to proceedings in a matter referred to it by Equal Opportunities Commission. Objection was taken to the procedure and the Supreme Court agreed, setting aside the application.

Moreover, there are around 18,000 children out of the 10,274 households, who are being fully supported through various educational Empowerment Schemes in the form of School Materials, a monthly Child Allowance, Free Examination Fees, a School Premium, a monthly Crèche Allowance of Rs2000 (approximately USD 50).

This represents an increase of 46.8% during the inter-censal period. Island-wise, the Island of Rodrigues registered a much higher increase of 83.7%.
Among the disabled population enumerated in 2011, there were more females than males indicating a reverse tendency over 2000 where the males outnumbered the females.
(iii) The prevalence rate of disability rises rapidly with age – around 1 in 66 children are disabled, compared to around 1 in 28 for age group 15 to 59 and almost 1 in 6 for 60 years and above.
Around 2,650 disabled persons are currently attending or have attended Special Education Needs (SEN) schools in the past.
