[bookmark: _Toc75961271]1. Visibility of the Convention, the Optional Protocol and the Committee’s general recommendations
Trainings in the Hungarian judiciary and police
Under decree 2/2018 (I. 25) of the Hungarian National Police Headquarters (the HNP HQ), 240 police members were trained on handling domestic violence in 2018. The police staff gained insight into child-friendly justice, learned about recognizing abuse and communication methods with victims. The county (capital) police headquarters organized additional trainings during which the trained mentors passed on their knowledge, so in 2018 a total of 7861 people were trained. At the end of 2019, another mentor training took place with the participation of 140 people.
In 2019 and 2020, altogether 187 police officers attended in the training of the Ministry of Human Resources ‘Identifying and Managing Harm of Domestic Violence and Trafficking in Human Beings’.
The Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe has led a project on gender-based violence and domestic violence with the participation of Hungary, Bulgaria and Romania. The purpose of the project is exchanging information and sharing good practices in investigations and prosecutions of domestic violence, and raising awareness. As part of the 2019 project, the Police provided a so-called pocket card to law enforcement personnel arriving on the scene that indicated primary measures. This guide also placed special emphasis on the indicators of multiple, recurrent violence committed within the same family or relationship. Within the framework of the project, a curriculum was developed and 7 Hungarian trainers were trained, who passed on their knowledge to 18 police officers and 2 prosecutors. 
The HNP HQ Criminal Department held an online training for the heads of the criminal departments of the regional bodies on 15 December 2020 with 50 participants.
The Ministry of the Interior, in co-operation with the HNP HQ Criminal Department, continued the training of investigators, prosecutors and judges in 2020, attended by investigators from 9 counties. Due to the pandemic, the sensitization training was held online. The lectures touched on the sociological and criminological characteristics of human trafficking, amendments the Criminal Code, the rules for the application of special treatment and the victim support system.
[bookmark: _Toc75961272]2. Impact of the pandemic on women’s rights and gender equality
Ensuring childcare services
Workplace childcare service can be established by any employer. There is no operating licence needed for the establishment of the service; it is enough to report it to the given local authority/capital district authority and gain permission for operation from the governmental public health institution. It is available for healthy children between 20 weeks -14 years of age for the period required by the parents but maximum between 6 am – 6 pm in small groups.

Participation rate in the ‘Bring the screening closer to people’ program
In 2019, 2,329 people from 31 ‘catching-up settlements’ and 609 people from 9 towns ‘in economic recovery’ took part in this program. In addition to this, in the framework of other programs initiated the Government Offices, Health Development Offices or foundations for health development activities, altogether 7,705 people were examined in 88 locations.
In 2020, 2,740 people from 35 ‘catching-up settlements’ and 261 people from 2 towns ‘in economic recovery’ took part in this program. In addition to this, in the framework of other programs (see above), altogether 2,079 people were examined in 29 locations.

The elements of the complex prevention program in schools, launched in 2020
1. sub-program: Mental Hygiene Basic Training for Teachers
The first sub-program consists of a 30 hours accredited teacher training called ‘Mental Hygiene Basic Training for Teachers’, set up by the Educational Authority. The purpose of the training is to strengthen teachers’ understanding of mental hygiene, thereby improving their personal and professional skills and abilities of conflict management.
2. sub-program: ‘You have someone to turn to” pilot program
Teachers may find themselves in a situation where they do not feel competent, or sufficiently prepared to solve a pedagogical situation related to problematic behaviours, intra-school conflicts or a violent manifestation (bullying). Setting up a professional group of psychologists, mental health professionals, medical practitioners (24 persons) can help institutions to manage these situations during the pilot program, which provides methodological support for the proper management of difficult pedagogical and behavioural situations based on a standardized protocol. The work of the professional group, coordination of requests of teachers and direction of teachers to the appropriate specialist is assisted by three supervisors. 
3. sub-program: Support for Full School Health Development through the implementation of preventive programs
Sub-program 3 directly targets children who require special attention.[footnoteRef:1] The purpose of the program is assist full health development, including the development of physical and mental health. In line with this, various health promotion, prevention programs (e.g. drug prevention, sexual education, prevention of addictions, etc.) are implemented in institutions (general school, high school, vocational education, vocational education, vocational school, skill development school, educational and educational institution, college), taking into account local needs. [1:  Pursuant to EMMI Regulation No. 20/2012. (VIII. 31.) on the operation of educational institutions and the naming of public education institutions. ] 

4. sub-program: Exercise programs
The objective of the program, supported by the Hungarian School Sport Federation, is to organize exercise based school sport festivals, events which take place not only in schools, but typically outside of school (e.g. public spaces, community environment, – parks, playgrounds – sport facilities, venues of commercial units, or in the nature, green spaces close to institutions).

Measures to reduce drug-use in segregated areas 
The Ministry of Human Capacities launched research under the leadership of the Hungarian Association on Addictions, and set up a dedicated working to put forward policy responses.
Based on the concept prepared by this working group, a complex program was launched in 2020, in which 10-12 addiction consultants were trained about the special characteristics and problems of disadvantaged settlements and of people living in deep poverty. After the preparation, a training program was delivered to social workers working in 31 settlements to deepen their understanding about addictions. The training was delivered by the National Association of Addiction Consultants to 62-65 persons in 3-4 venues. In addition, in 27 settlements, the addiction consultants provided practical assistance to social workers. In four settlements with significant addiction problems, addiction consultants provided personal consultation concerned people and their relatives every 2-3 weeks. At the end of this pilot program, a practical guide was issued, compiling the most important experiences, practical solutions and methods of intervention.

The budget of the program amounted to HUF 22,070,000 (approx. EUR 34,300) in 2020, and in 2021, HUF 70 million (approx. EUR 194,400) is allocated for the continuation.
