The lowest percentage of households with children up to age 17 (about 24%) was found in Tel Aviv-Jaffa.

Approximately 7% of the children lived as single children in the family (without siblings living at home), and approximately 8% of the Jewish children lived as single children in the family, compared to 4% of the Arab children. This percentage was particularly high among immigrants from the former USSR (about 18%).
9. About half of the children in Israel live in the center of the country: 668,200 children live in the Central District, 367,800 in the Tel Aviv District, and 436,700 in the Jerusalem District. 750,400 children live in the Northern District (comprised of the Northern District and the Haifa District), and 437,300 in the Southern District. In urban localities, the percentage of children (32.6%) was lower than in rural localities (37.3%).
10. In the large cities, the percentage of children ranges from 51.8% (in Beit Shemesh) to 21% (in Tel Aviv-Jaffa and Bat-Yam).

11. At the end of 2015 there were 2.798 million children aged 0-17 in Israel, constituting 33% of the country's population. Of these, 1.996 million (71.3%) were Jewish children, 718,000 (25.7%) were Arab children, and 84,000 (3%) were children classified as others (not classified according to religion in the population registry). About 41% of the Arab population is comprised of children, compared to 31% of the Jewish population and 23% of the "others" group.

Of these, 1.945 (71%) were Jewish children, 713,000 (26%) were Arab children, and 82,000 (3%) were children classified as others (not classified according to religion in the population registry). About 41% of the Arab population is comprised of children, compared to 31% of the Jewish population and 23% of the "others" group.

22. In 2015, approximately 16% (about 439,500) of all children up to the age of 17 in the Israeli population were registered with the social services departments of local authorities in Israel. Those aged 0-17 constitute about 33.6% of all those registered with the social services departments of all ages, similar to their share in the general population. The relative number of Arab children registered with the social services departments out of the total number of children registered is relatively high, in relation to their share of the population, 35% and 26%, respectively. The relative number of Jewish children aged 0-17 who are registered with the social services departments out of the total number of children registered, is lower than their share in the general population – 61%, compared with 71%, respectively. 135 children out of 1,000 Jewish children are registered with social services departments, compared with 216 out of 1,000 children in the Arab population.
23. In 2014, approximately 16% (444,000) of all children up to the age of 17 in the Israeli population were registered with the social services departments of local authorities in Israel. Those aged 0-17 constitute about a third of all those registered with the social services departments of all ages, similar to their share in the general population. The relative number of Arab children registered with the social services departments out of the total number of children registered is relatively high, in relation to their share of the population, 35% and 26%, respectively. The relative number of Jewish children aged 0-17 who are registered with the social services departments out of the total number of children registered, is lower than their share in the general population – 61%, compared with 71%, respectively. 140 children out of 1,000 Jewish children are registered with social services departments, compared with 219 out of 1,000 children in the Arab population.

As of mid-2018, approximately 7,888 children were covered by this insurance, according to the following breakdown.

51. In the year 2015/2016, criminal proceedings were initiated in respect of 9,924 teenagers aged 12-18. 91.8% of those with criminal records were boys. The rate of persons aged 12-18 with criminal records was 9.7 per thousand teenagers in this age group. The rate of criminal cases among boys per thousand in the population (17.5) was 11 times higher than among girls (1.6). The rate of those with criminal records increased with age, from 2.6 with criminal records per thousand between the ages of 12-14, to 19.7 with criminal records per thousand amongst those aged 17-18. The rate of criminal cases that year was high among pupils in schools under the supervision of the Ministry of Economy: 10.6 times more than among pupils in schools under the supervision of the Ministry of Education, 8.9 times higher than yeshiva students and more than twice the number of teenagers who were not in formal education frameworks.
52. In the year 2014/2015, criminal proceedings were initiated in respect of 9,951 teenagers aged 12-18. 92.5% of those with criminal records were boys. The rate of persons aged 12-18 with criminal records was 10 per thousand teenagers in this age group. The rate of criminal cases among boys per thousand in the population (18) was 9 times higher than among girls (2). The rate of those with criminal records increases with age, from 2.0 with criminal records per thousand between the ages of 12-14, to 20 with criminal records per thousand amongst those aged 17-18. The rate of criminal cases in this year was high among pupils in schools under the supervision of the Ministry of Economy and Industry: 11.3 times more than among pupils in schools under the supervision of the Ministry of Education, 7.9 times higher than yeshiva students and 2.1 times higher than the number of teenagers who were not in formal education frameworks.
53. In the year 2013/2014, criminal proceedings were initiated in respect of 10,673 teenagers aged 12-18, 91.4% of those with criminal records were boys. The rate of persons aged 12-18 with criminal records was 11 per thousand teenagers in this age group. The rate of criminal cases among boys per thousand in the population (20) was 10 times higher than among girls (2). The rate of those with criminal records increases with age, from 3.0 with criminal records per thousand between the ages of 12-14, to 21 with criminal records per thousand amongst those aged 17-18. The rate of criminal cases in this year was high among pupils in schools under the supervision of the Ministry of Economy and Industry: 10.3 times more than among pupils in schools under the supervision of the Ministry of Education, 6.8 times higher than yeshiva students and 2.1 times higher than the number of teenagers who were not in formal education frameworks.

55. Between 2014-2017 the Public Defender's Office represented in 31,926 proceedings in the Youth Magistrates Courts, 4,126 proceedings in the District Courts and 246 proceedings in the Supreme Court.
56. Between 2014-2017 the Public Defender's Office represented in 9,613 proceedings in the Tel Aviv District, 10,069 proceedings in the Central District, 10,992 proceedings in the Jerusalem District, 12,066 proceedings in the Southern District, 7,462 proceedings in the Haifa District and 4,607 proceedings in the Northern District.
