Unofficial translation from Russian

The Permanent Mission of the Russian Federation to
the United Nations Office and other International Organizations
in Geneva presents its compliments to the Committee on
the Rights of the Child and with reference to its concluding
observations on the combined sixth and seventh report of
the Russian Federation on the implementation of the Convention
on the Rights of the Child has the honour to inform about
the following.

The Russian Side is disappointed by the failure of
the experts to duly analyze and consider Russian interministerial
delegation’s replies with comprehensive information on a broad
range of issues related to the fulfillment of the rights of the child
while preparing their concluding observations. At the same time,
a set of topics that were not even subject to the dialogue or go
beyond the competence of the Committee are reflected in the
document. For instance, oversight over implementation of
obligations under International Humanitarian Law and UN
Framework Convention on Climate Change as well as
commitments on achieving the goals and targets of the 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Development are outside the scope of the
Committee on the Rights of the Child’s mandate.

It is regrettable that a number of recommendations are made
based on broad interpretation by the Committee of the provisions

of the Convention and do not take into account national and
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cultural peculiarities as well as traditional spiritual and moral
values enshrined in the Russian legislation.

Several observations are hardly applied to the rights of the
child as those are related to challenges faced predominantly by
adults. Some paragraphs of the document, including on the status
of children in the Republic of Crimea and in the context of
the Russia’s special military operation in Ukraine, are biased.
The judgement of the International Court of Justice of 31 J anuary
2024 on proceedings initiated by Ukraine in J anuary 2017 under
International Convention for the Suppression of the Financing
of Terrorism and International Convention on the Elimination
of All Forms of Racial Discrimination proved most of the claims
on the abovementioned issues be ungrounded.

These are a few examples demonstrating political prejudice
of the Committee. In this regard the Russian Side is concerned by
the inability of the Committee to impartially implement its
mandate. We would like to recall that the key function of
the Committee is assisting States Parties in implementing their
respective obligations under the abovementioned international
treaty.

The Permanent Mission avails itself of this opportunity
to renew to the Committee the assurances of its highest

consideration.
