Data on criminal proceedings related to gender-based violence against women

Data is provided broken down by year of registration of criminal proceedings from 2021 to 2023 with respect to "gender-based violence against women". The registered proceedings are also broken down according to the nationality of the victim, and for each of them there is a detailed list of the crimes for which they have been registered. There is insufficient information on the economic situation of victims, which the judge is not required to investigate, but it should be noted that in some cases, such as criminal proceedings no. 482/2022, the victim availed herself of free legal aid provided for in Article 17 of Law no. 97/2008 and subsequent amendments.
