(e) Impact of NSL on academic freedom, and de-registration of teachers (c.f. item 25 of Lols).
        1. As a highly internationalized metropolis with a complete legal system and various prestigious universities, Hong Kong has the unique advantage of having great potential to become a global talent hub. Under the premise of "One country, Two systems", Hong Kong's current legislation protects academic freedom.  Academic freedom is an important social value cherished by Hong Kong and it serves as the cornerstone of our higher education. The HKSAR Government has always attached great importance to upholding academic freedom and institutional autonomy as enshrined in the Basic Law. The 11 universities and institutions are allowed to develop their own curricula, recruit staff and use teaching materials in accordance with their established practices. They may also collaborate with institutions around the world. For example, the Hong Kong Polytechnic University and the City university of Hong Kong have jointly launched an $8 million research project on improving the safety and punctuality of train services. Through analyzing the problem of electromagnetic interference in railway systems, it may be able to find out the reasons of the recent signal failures and help improve railway systems worldwide. 
       2. Article 34 of the Basic Law provides that Hong Kong residents shall have the freedom to engage in academic research, literary and artistic creation, and other cultural activities. In my point of view, academic development is unrestricted. With the planning and firm support of the Greater Bay Area policy, the scope of academic research has become more in-depth and extensive. For example, the Hong Kong Palace Museum which will be open in July 2022 will display more than 900 precious artifacts from the Palace Museum of China. It offers the public an opportunity to admire a collection of paintings, calligraphy, ceramics, artifacts and other art spanning 5,000 years.
       3. In addition, the M+ Museum in Kowloon West is Hong Kong's global museum of visual culture. Focusing on art, design and architecture, and videos from the 20th to the 21st century, it is one of the world's largest visual arts museums. Recently "M+" celebrated its first anniversary with a special exhibition of 'Yayoi Kusama: 1945 to the Present', As she is an internationally world-known artist, this is the largest retrospective of the artist in Asia outside of Japan. The exhibition featured more than 200 works including paintings, drawings, sculptures, installations, and archival materials. 
       4. Even during the extensive closure from January to April, "M+" welcomed over 1.53 million visitors in its first year. This strong public support is a testament to the role of the museum in changing and enriching the cultural ecology of Hong Kong and Asia, and in making contemporary visual culture more accessible. Apart from adding color to the lives of the public, the different art exhibits are also more informative and inspiring in terms of academic research.
       5. On the development of space engineering, China recruits new reserve astronauts, in October this year and selected two payload experts in Hong Kong and Macau for the first time. We believe that Hong Kong's academic research is more oriented towards the world and even has the opportunity to become an astronaut to explore the universe.
       6. As a representative of a youth group, we agree that the HKNSL only targets a very small number of criminals and acts that endanger national security. There isn't any negative impact on our lives. In the past two years, we have organised different community activities such as street music festivals, essay writing, and video creation competitions to connect with students and their families.
