Angola supmitted Uy furst report ow e Covenant on Februwary 17, 2011,
Human Righvts Watehls supmission documents sexnal violence, tortuare and.
other U ~treatment during expulsions of migrants; arbitrary detention for
alleged national security crimmes Un tive enclave of Cabinda; violations of
right to- peaceful assembly.

Sexual Violence, Torture, and Other Viclations duringExpulsions of
Migronty (Articles 7, 10 and 13 of the Covenant)

Since 2003, the Angolanw autivorities hove regularly violated Hhe basic
righty of expelled migrants, most of whom are citizens of the Demotrotic
Republic of the Congo (DRC).Since 2004 United Nationy agencies anol
special rapportenrs, nternotional and local nongovernmental
organdzations, and e African Commission on Human and Peoples Rights



howve presented crediple allegations of serions human rights violations
dring mass expudsions of rregulor migrants from Angola, inclnding
torture and inhumaone treatment, tieft and denial of property rights, and
sexnald violence.

Between 2009 and 2011 Human Rights Watth interviewed 100 vietimy of
abuses experienced durung expulsions. We docuwmented, alarming potterns of
serions human rights violations perpetroted by membery of several
branches of the Angolan police forces against Congolese migrants in Lunda
Novrte and Cobpinda.*

Women and girls, most of wirom were rouwnded up at informal markets ano
v residential areay, gove Human Righty Watch consistent deseriptions of
potterns of sexumnal apuse ond. Un many cases were abple to- Lolentlfy Hhe
ndinvidualy responsiple. Mot of the reported abuses took place n detention
facilitiey v Lunda Norte, or un jally or prisons used as transit centery
exclusively for migrants: Victimy onde witnesses said that wirile n
defention, growps of membery of variows security forees repeatedlly
demanded sex from female detainees and Hueatened tHem withv beatings or
deatin, or offered food n exchange.

The offen-appalling detention condiflons — overcrowded celly, and a lack
of food, drinking woter, and sanitation facilities — contributed to- pressuve
sexumal abuwses agoinst their motivery and otiver female unmartes.

Human Rights Wateh also- found Hhat beatings, torture and degrading and
unhuwmonn treatment of migronts were common proctices durung rovndinps,

Human Rights Watche found no- exidence that Angolon officials were
ovrdered by thelr superiors to- commit Hhese serions crimes, but accownts

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These security offlcials rowtinely abused their antivority and powers,
portiendarly to- sexmnadly explott migrant women and gurly un thelr custody,
and there way a lack of effective oversight to- prevent sucihv abuses from
tfaking place. Victumy tdentified abuwsers from a broad range of security
forees, inclumding several broncies of the police, immigrotion officials, and
oarmed. forces, and. Ldentified: o number of police jails and transit prisons
wiere such abuses hhad been committed.

To-date the Angolaw government lhas not corried owt any thorough,
credible, and impartiol buestigations into- allegations of seriowns abuse of
migrantsy by Uy secmrity forees during expulsions from Angola, has
continued fo- deny the veracity of the allegations, and failed to- prosecite
alleged perpetrators. Human Rights Watth s concerned that instead of
conducting a credible bwestigation and pursning justice for Hhe victums of
sexnold violence, He government hay continuned to- rowtinely portray
allegations of rape by Congolese migranty ay exaggerated accovnts or
volated uncidents And despite pledges F made wiren Ut sought membersiip
v the UN Human Righty Couwnell b 2007 and 2010, Angola has sl not
rofified the Covwention against Torture and Otiver Cruel, lnwmain or
Degrading Treotment or Punishument and Hre Internotional Covuentlon on
the Righty of Migrant Workers:

Angola’y new law- against domestie violence, wirich entered into- force un
June 2011, for the fiurst tume specifically criminalizes acty of sexunal
violence. The law defines sexnal violence more broadly than U previows
legUslation, and establisies any “seriowns offense against the pivysical or
psychological integrity’ as criminal condunet: The new diaft Criuminal
Code, wirich has yet to- be approved n parliament; unclundey e same
estabplishes prison terms of we to- 10 yeary for “sexual aggression witiv
penetration.”’ However, as of Huisy writing, reguloting by -laws to- tie law-
agoinst domestic violence that are necessary to- fully umplement Hie law-
howve yet to- be promudgated.



Mass expudsions of migrants continumed. b 2012 i Angold’y reglons
bordering the Democratic Republic of tive Congo: Angolan security forces
have contunmned to- conduet violent roundunps of wndocumented migrants,
wiieh are often followed by administrotive expulsionMigrants arrestec
and thareatened withv expulsion are not provided tive opportunity to-
challenge thelr arrest and deportotion.

Arbitrory Detentiony un Cabinda (Article 9 of He Covenant)

An intermittent conflict withv o sepavatist movement persisty un the enclone
of Cabinda, despite a 2006 peace agreement: Since 2009, Human Rigivts
Wateh has docuwmented, cases of arbitrory arrest; torture b miliforry
cwstody, and wnfoin triodsy against alleged membery or sympativizers of the
sepodrotist movement, the Front for the Liberation of the Enclave of
Cabinda (FLEC), as well as haumain righty defenders and civilsociety
actvists, all of wirom hawe beencirarged witihv alleged crimes against tive
secinrity of the stote.

Human Rigity Watch documented several recent cases of arbitrary ovrests
and miustreatment of inditdunalsin military custody:

Human Rights Watthv encourages the Committee to- request information
from the government on tHhe legal basis for Hhe contununed detention of the
ninemen detained in Cabindo and to- remind Hhe government of ifs
responsibility fo- ensure that anyone arrested or detoined s provided full
due processy righty, including freedom from torture or Ul-treatment, prompt
access to- o lawyer and family members, being promptly brought before a
Jjudge, and being released or tried in accordance witiv international foir
trial stondards.

Freedom of Expression (Article 19 of tive Covenant)

The media face a broad: range of restrictions thot hamper the right to- free
expression and enconrage self-censorsivip: The state media and o numbper
of private media owned by senior officialy are ruling porty mowtivpieces un
wiileh censorsiiip and self-censorsihip are common.

ln addition, the 2006 Press Law- and Hre criminal code provide cruminal
penalties for defomation and similor offenses, such as “abuse against press
freedom.”’ To-date Hie necessary by-lawsy and other complementory laws to-
the 2006 press law-that would at least partially UWft excessive
administrotive restrictions on private radio and television stations and
oldlow- community radio- broadeasting have not been passed by parliament:

ln addition, the revised national security crimes law-that came nto- force
i November 2010 inclundey new potentially abusive provisions, such ay
the crime of “outrage agoivst the president’ and otiver organs of
soveregnty.

Jowrnalisty harve been regularly avrested, detained, lhorosseod and
guestioned by the autivorities wirile tryung to- cover protests un Luanda and



elsewtrere, and hhave been targeted witiv botiv thureats and official offers to-
cooperote witiv tive ruling porty.?

Some jorrnalisty wivo- hawve crifieized the government are facing cruminal
tharges, some pending for yeors: ln October 2011, a covwrt imposed a one-
year suspended sentence and US$100,000 n damages on William Tonet,
He ddvector of the private weekly newspaper Folha 8 Tonefs appeal was
pending at Hhis writing. On Marcihv 12, 2012, police raided Fotha 8% office
and. conflscated the paper’s equipment, presenting a searcv wavront on
stote secunrity chavgesy of alleged “ountrage against tive president:’ Human
Rights Watchv s not aware of any developments Un thiy case.

Officialy hare also- used defamation lawy to- deter hmaiw rights reporting
v the cowntry. In Janmnary 2012, Manuel Helder Vieira Diay, known as
“Kopelipa,” minister of stote and long-term head of the presidents
Mlitory Office (recently renamed Security Office), and six otiver generals
Teleservice and the damond company Sociedade Muneira do- Cuango-, flled
o defomation lawsult v Portugal against antl-corruption compaigner and,
huwman righty activist Rafael Margues.

The lawsuit was U response to- a complaingt fled by Margues un November
2011 at Hre Angolan attorney-general’s office i Luanda against o numper
of Angolan officials, inclnding nine generaly of the Angolan Armed Forces,
alleging Hrey were responsiiple for over 100 docuwmented serions hauman
rightsy abuses, uincluding kilings, roape and torture, v the diamonod-rich
Lunda Norte province. A Luanda covrt ondy heard four victims of abuses
who testifled on cases documented by Marqgues and shelved. the case n
June 2012. Traditional aunthorities (sobas) from the Lunda provinces hhave
snee requested a reopening of the Lnwestigation.

Ow February 11, 2013, the Portuguese atftorney-generol dismissed tire
complaint agoinst Marques and iy Portuguese editor, “Tuntr da Chuna,”’
wio- had also- been sued for defomation, for lack of evidence, and un
compliance withv tive fundamental right to- free expression.

open or veded warningy to- famidy membpers, or thwoughattacks on their
residences: They also- say thot periods of more open thweats alternate
withoffers from government officials to- “cooperate.”’

Since 2009, Human Righty Watth hay docunmented Hie regular disruption
by Angolan secunrity forces of peaceful demonstrationy ovganized by
Aifferent organizationy to- protest a variety of grievances, inclunding forceod
evietlony, arbitrary detentions i Cabiunda, corruption, pension claums for
demopilized soldiery and presidentiol guards, and otiver ssues. Most of
Hhose protests were announced uv advance, ay reqguived by Angolan laws,
and the protests were peaceful.

Since March 2011 secunrity forees and agents un civildan clotires have
violently cracked doww ow a series of peaceful protests® ln nmumerows cases,
plainclotives agentsiiolently attocked observers andjonrnalistsy covering tie
events: v o number ofcases,police avrbitrorily avrested protesters, some of
whom were prosecuted and sentenced to- prison sentences: Police alsor
apparent attempt to- prevent them from reporting. Human Rights Watelr also-
docuwmented several cases n wirich jailed protestersy were forced to- make
statements fo- the stote television, Televisdo- Publica de Angola (TPA), witile
v cwstody. Orgondzers of ananti-government youtiv protest movement

Protesters and other vietims of violence arouwnd tive protests have flled
numerows complaintsy withv the police. Human Righty Watehv s not awarre of
any crediiple police uwestigation or prosecution of perpetrators.

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Human Righty Watthv urges the Committee to- call on the Angolan
government to- provide detailys of any wawestigationy or prosecutiony of
seewrity forees respovsible for the use of wnnecessary or excessive foree
agoinst peaceful protestery and the arbitrory avrest,; unlawful detention,
and UL treatment of indinidualy detoined while exercising their right to-
peaceful assembly.

The elections were generally peaceful during Hie campaign and on polling
day, yet fell short of international and regional stondawds. The playing
fleld for political parties was uneven, witiv unegual access to- stote
resovrrces; the media was overwhelmingly dominated by the ruling party,
the Popudar Movement for He Liberation of Angola (MPLA), i power since
1975; and the elections oversight body sided witiv tive ruling porty by not
faking any action wiren the ruling party violated electoral lawsy: Ay during
the last national elections un 2008, ndependent observation of Hie
elections way seriowsly hampered by massive delays and restrictionsy i the
accredifotion of domestic and unternational observery and unternational
Jowirnalists:

The National Electoral Commission (CNE), despite a more balanced
composiflon Han un 2008, way not alple or willing to- fllfll Uy role ay an
mpairtial oversight bodly. I+ failed to- addwess major viclations of electoral
laws, unclnding unequal access of poirties to- e pubplic media and ruling
pairty abuse of state resounrces and facilities, and hampered independent
observation thuwouglv tive massively delayed, restrictive, and selective
accredifotion of domestie and international observers. Thhe CNE also

The police did not act impartially dunring tie election campaign, on
several otcosiony arbitrarly arresting oppositlon activists: Most were
released: withowt chavges: For example, on the eve of the elections, police
anrbitronrly detained at least 19 oppositlon actvists and otiers, uncluding
polling station officials and opposition representotives, as well as passershy
dnring two- separate protests un front of the CNE's headquanrtery in Lunando.
Five were released withowt chavges, fourteen people including activists of
