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The World Coalition Against the Death Penalty, an alliance of more than 150 NGOs, bar associations, local authorities and unions, was created in Rome on 13 May 2002. The aim of the World Coalition is to strengthen the international dimension of the fight against the death penalty. Its ultimate objective is to obtain the universal abolition of the death penalty. To achieve its goal, the World Coalition advocates for a definitive end to death sentences and executions in those countries where the death penalty is in force. In some countries, it is seeking to obtain a reduction in the use of capital punishment as a first step towards abolition.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Greater Caribbean for Life is an independent, not-for-profit civil society organisation, incorporated under the laws of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico. GCL is the only organisation in the Greater Caribbean region that is devoted to working on the abolition of the DP and has been active in raising awareness of the issues surrounding the DP since its establishment in 2013 following a Conference in Trinidad and Tobago, which was attended by abolitionists from 12 Greater Caribbean countries as well as abolitionists further afield. GCL’s main aim is to campaign for and work towards the permanent abolition of the death penalty in the Greater Caribbean and to support Caribbean abolitionist activists and organisations in this region.

The death penalty in Dominica


1. Dominica retains the death penalty by hanging as a discretionary punishment only for the most serious cases of murder.
2. No person has been executed since 1986.
3. No one has been sentenced to death since 2000. 
4. There were no prisoners under sentence of death at the end of 2017. 
5. For the first time Dominica voted in favour and co-sponsored the 2018 resolution of the United Nations General Assembly for a moratorium on the use of the death penalty. 
6. Suggested questions related to the death penalty:
i)  What concrete measures is the government of Dominica willing to take to move toward the abolition of the death penalty in law? 
ii)  Will the Government of Dominica commit to sign and ratify the Second optional Protocol ?
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
