Distinguished Chair and Members of the Committee, representatives of the Netherlands government, and persons with disabilities and their representative organisations,

Following our opening statement, we would like to emphasise that if the government truly wishes bring the position of persons with disabilities in line with the Convention, it should show commitment now to;
· Embed all articles of the CRPD in its strategy and working agenda;
· Ensure that the CRPD and its principles are integrated at all levels of government, also at the local level;
· Guarantee an adequate infrastructure to allow for the structural participation of persons with disabilities in law- and policymaking without delay
· Swiftly apply the CRPD in the Caribbean Netherlands
We also stress that the yet to be finalised working agenda for the national strategy should include concrete objectives how to achieve the ambitions of the government and provide clear timeframes, to ensure that its progress can be monitored effectively.
