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Parallel report on the periodic review of Cambodia under the CESCR
To the UN Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights


Dear President and Members of the Committee,

1 The EgLex Association (Monaco) has the honour to present their parallel report on the breach of Articles 2(2) and 6 of the Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights by Cambodia. 
2 Articles 13 and 14 of the Constitution of Cambodia exclude a possibility for a woman to become reigning Queen. This is incompatible with the right to work under CESCR Article 6 taken together with Article 2(2) prohibiting discrimination of women.
3 As it has already been recognized by the CEDAW in §§ 15 and 16 the Concluding Observations No. CEDAW/C/MCO/CO/1-3, this is particularly important having regard to the high symbolic value of the Monarch.
4 Thus, Cambodia is in breach of Articles 2(2) and 6 of the Covenant, and we kindly request to provide that the State party shall recognize the right of women to be elected as a reigning Queen of Cambodia.
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
