Dear Abbot Colwell:

I regret to have to inform you that I have sent Father Brendan 
Smyth home.   I was under the impression that he was doing
very well in the parish to which he was assigned. To my 
amazement it is now reported to me that he doesn’t measure 
up on several counts. His rapport with the adult parishioners 
has not been happy. He seemed dedicated enough to the 
young people, and in some cases too much. So, we feel that
for the good of the parish and the souls and for his own sake
he should return to his Monastery.

He had already planned to go back to Ireland within a couple 
of weeks. I told him to remain at his post until he had made
definite arrangements to depart and once in Ireland not to plan
to return. 

I am sorry to have to share this disappointment with you, but 
I hope that you are getting on well.
