Addendum to question 24 — Provisions of the Pact on the Right to Adequate Housing
I.
[bookmark: _Hlk165627844]The number of residential users cared for by the CSOFRH was significantly higher than the extracted data and also contained:
- priority areas for public policies to reduce the risk of poverty and social exclusion, as well as the reduction of inequalities in society, as identified through a part of jobs: payment of aid, organised level I-III level IV-VI renewal under the Reconstruction Act[footnoteRef:1](hereinafter: RA) – equipping households with furniture and appliances for white techniques,  [1:  NN Nos 24/96, 54/96, 87/96, 57/00, 38/09, 45/11, 51/13, 98/19 – hereinafter: ZO] 

- donation of construction material for the renovation, upgrading, upgrading, completion and construction of family houses owned by the beneficiary, 
- organized installation of construction material, financial support paid upon completion of installation of construction material, 
- renovation and construction of state-owned housing units, renovation and construction of state-owned multi-dwelling buildings; 
- lease agreements concluded, 
- housing for former tenants, housing for the most vulnerable groups of returnees, displaced persons and refugees, housing and improvement of living conditions for members of the Roma national minority, housing in exceptional circumstances, housing for persons of certain professions and occupations whose work has a particularly demonstrated need, housing for victims of domestic violence; 
- provision of accommodation for asylum seekers and persons under subsidiary protection; 
- renovation and repair of destroyed or damaged family houses of Croatians in Bosnia and Herzegovina; 
- rehabilitation and construction of basic municipal and social infrastructure facilities;
- inter-departmental cooperation with local self-government units; 
- implementation of the fight against energy poverty (307 buildings in earthquake-stricken areas whose inhabitants are unable to participate in the financing of the necessary repairs or energy renovation of buildings have been monitored and energy renovation projects are planned to be fully financed in these areas), as well as 
- maintaining mobile housing and creating conditions to return to safe family homes in earthquake-stricken areas.




The following activities are also covered:
· inter-departmental cooperation with LSGU s and state administration bodies, under which agreements have been concluded with the municipalities of Konavle and Brinje on the construction and regulation of new housing units; works are being carried out in the towns of Drniš and Novska for the construction of new buildings with 25 and 20 apartments, respectively;  a building permit for the construction of a multi-apartment building is ongoing in the city of Benkovc and three multi-dwelling buildings with a total of 94 apartments are under design in the city of Knin. 
· cross-departmental cooperation programmes take place in environments where the lack of available housing stock is evident and housing needs are extremely high, covering the following activities:
· donation of an unusable family house or state-owned building land (211 non-unistable family houses or state-owned building land in 2022);
· donation of a state-owned dwelling or family house (278 apartments or family houses administered by the state in 2022);
· sale of a state-owned dwelling or family house (409 state-owned dwellings or family houses sold in 2022);
·  co-financing of LSGU activities and projects (following the Public Call, 23 contracts were concluded in 2022, allowing for the creation of conditions to stay, settle and return sustainably in assisted and state care areas);
· a programme to combat energy poverty (energy renovation works were contracted for seven buildings in 2022);
· purchase of housing units (purchased 34 in 2022);
· rehabilitation of non-constructive elements in the earthquakes of privately owned housing units affected (4.119 renovation of housing units was completed, 538 houses were undergoing repair work, and 155 houses were transferred from structural to non-structural rehabilitation in 2022);
· structural reconstruction of earthquake-affected housing units (privately owned family houses), six structural renovations were carried out in 2022;
· removal and construction of replacement housing units owned by the Republic of Croatia (multi-apartment buildings and family houses) in the earthquake-stricken area (this activity is delayed and the construction of 20 multi-dwelling buildings was contracted in 2022);
· the reconstruction of earthquake-stricken state-owned housing units (family houses) in the earthquake-stricken areas (delayed activity and project documentation for the renovation of houses started in 2022);
· maintenance of mobile houses for temporary residential care of owners whose family houses and apartments have been damaged as a result of the earthquake (maintenance interventions were carried out at 359 mobile housing units and participation in the organisation of the transport, exclusion and relocation of 201 mobile housing units in 2022);
· residential disposal of the user by donation of construction material for the construction or renovation of houses owned by Croatians in Bosnia and Herzegovina (23 supplies of construction material have been completed in 2022); and
· co-financing of basic municipal and social infrastructure and public buildings (55 projects were allocated in 2022).
II.
Following the earthquakes of 22 March and 28 and 29 December 2020, the Croatian Government adopted, between 2020 and 2024, three decisions on the financing of rent for temporary housing, on the basis of which the Ministry of Physical Planning, Construction and State Assets issued seven calls for the financing of rent in replacement housing for people affected by the earthquake in the five affected counties. In 2023, the Croatian Government also adopted two decisions on the co-financing of utility bills, by which it provided persons in temporary housing during the renovation with an amount of between EUR 100 and 160 per month to cover the costs of utility bills depending on the number of family members. Overall, between 2020 and 31 December 2023, 864 positive solutions were adopted, allowing for the financing of rents for 1960 people, and the monthly rent payment on 31 December 2023 covered 570 households co-financing and housing utility costs. 
The entry into force of the Act on the renovation of buildings damaged by the earthquake in the City of Zagreb, Krapina-Zagorje County, Zagreb County, Sisak-Moslavina County and Karlovac County on 23 February 2023 also allowed temporary housing by renting out housing owned by local and regional self-government units and the Republic of Croatia during renovation, in which way 129 households and 279 people were temporarily housed in the apartments owned by the Republic of Croatia.
In addition to the above, the Ministry of Physical Planning, Construction and State Assets started housing in prefabricated facilities in Sisak-Moslavina and Krapina-Zagorje counties, and this temporary housing model covers 17 households and 41 people respectively.
