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Human rights education, education against discrimination and civic education
1.	The Education Bureau (EDB) has been promoting different aspects of values education within and beyond the school curriculum through updating the related curricula (e.g. General Studies at the primary level, Life and Society, Citizenship and Social Development in lieu of Liberal Studies at the secondary level), developing learning and teaching resources, providing training for teachers, as well as organising life-wide learning activities.  The EDB encourages schools to adopt a holistic and cross-curricular approach to enable students to learn and discuss the knowledge, skills and values/attitudes relating to human rights education within the Basic Law framework, education against discrimination and civic education e.g. respect for others, care for others, responsibility, equality, civic-mindedness, abiding by the law and empathy so as to foster students’ whole-person development.  Schools may, in accordance with their school mission and own context, student needs, etc., implement holistic curriculum planning and design appropriate school-based values education learning activities to enhance students’ understanding and foster their positive values and attitudes, enabling them to put into practice in their daily life and promote the positive values to others.
National and cultural identities
2. 	Fostering students’ sense of national identity has long been an important learning goal of primary and secondary education. The promotion of Chinese culture and national identity is mainly implemented through relevant subjects.  The EDB adopts diversified strategies to enable students to gain a comprehensive understanding of our country. These strategies include developing learning and teaching resources, providing training for teachers, enriching Mainland exchange programmes for teachers and students as well as organising life-wide learning activities for students (e.g. “Territory-wide Inter-school Basic Law Competition” and “National Constitution Day Online Competition”).  The EDB provides various learning opportunity for students to enable them to become an informed and responsible citizen with a sense of national and global identity, appreciation of positive values and attitudes as well as Chinese culture, and respect for pluralism in society.
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
